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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the City of Arvada (Arvada) on October 17, 2017, requesting permission to amend the application to correct discrepancies between the granted Application and the as-constructed field conditions including movement of the pedestal pole and pedestrian push button on the southeast corner of Saulsbury Street and Grandview Avenue moving from the west side of the sidewalk to the east side of the sidewalk, movement of the pedestrian signal face from the northeast corner pole of Saulsbury Street and Grandview Avenue to the pedestal pole, movement of the crossbucks and “2 Tracks” signage from the west side of the sidewalk to the east side of the sidewalk, and movement of the flashing lights and blank-out signs from the west side of the sidewalk to the east side of the sidewalk.

2. No responses were filed to the Motion.

B. Findings of Fact

3. Arvada is requesting to amend its application to make changes to the location of the flashing lights, blank-out sign, pedestrian pole, and pedestrian signal face.  The original locations of these items on the Application approved by the Commission were located on the west side of the new sidewalk.  Actual installation of these items occurred on the east side of the new sidewalk and not the west side of the sidewalk as originally shown.  Arvada is requesting to amend its Application to reflect what was actually constructed in the field.

4. We have reviewed the plans showing what was actually constructed in the field and do not see any safety issues that have been created by the change between the proposed and actual construction.

5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the City of Arvada on October 17, 2017, requesting permission to amend the application to correct discrepancies between the granted Application and the as-constructed field conditions including movement of the pedestal pole and pedestrian push button on the southeast corner of Saulsbury Street and Grandview Avenue moving from the west side of the sidewalk to the east side of the sidewalk, movement of the pedestrian signal face from the northeast corner pole of Saulsbury Street and Grandview Avenue to the pedestal pole, movement of the crossbucks and “2 Tracks” signage from the west side of the sidewalk to the east side of the sidewalk, and movement of the flashing lights and blank-out signs from the west side of the sidewalk to the east side of the sidewalk is granted.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
