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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request to Reopen Proceeding and Reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55793 filed by PRK Williams Inc., doing business as To The Rescue (To The Rescue), on October 12, 2017.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below we grant the request to reopen the proceeding and reinstate the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN), subject to a condition. 

B. Findings

2. To The Rescue, pursuant to CPCN PUC No. 55793, provides:

Transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand limousine service 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas Eagle, Elbert, Jefferson, Summit, and Weld.

RESTRICTIONS:

(A)
Against transportation originating from any point in Douglas County that is located south of a line beginning on the Douglas/Jefferson County boundary, and that extends to a point on the Douglas/Elbert County boundary, said line is parallel to the northern El Paso County boundary as drawn through Exit 172 of Interstate Highway 25;

(B)
To the transportation of passengers who can be classified as either disabled under the requirements that define a disability in 42 U.S.C. § 12102 of the American with Disabilities Act of 1990 or “at risk individuals or children” who have special medical needs and, in either case, are served by PRK Williams Inc., doing business as To The Rescue;

(C)
Against providing transportation to or from Denver International Airport unless passengers have prior reservations for transportation with PRK Williams Inc., doing business as To The Rescue;

(D)
Against providing transportation to or from hotels or motels unless passengers have prior reservations for transportation with PRK Williams Inc., doing business as To The Rescue;

(E)
To providing, for passengers, “door-through-door” service, wherein the driver takes responsibility for the passenger either at the door or inside the structure at the pickup point and maintains responsibility for the passenger through the door to inside the structure at the destination point; and, if 
pre-arranged, remains with the passenger at the destination and through the return transportation and to the door or inside the structure at the point of origin, regardless of the purpose of the passenger’s trip;

(F)
To the use of a maximum of ten (10) vehicles per Center, where a Center is a facility that is owned and actually operated by PRK Williams Inc., doing business as To The Rescue, provides care services to its clients; and

(G)
Against transporting passengers between ski resorts in Colorado.

3. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and the rules and regulations of the Commission, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers must keep and maintain evidence of financial responsibility on file with the Commission and in such form as the Commission deems necessary.

4. To The Rescue’s insurer filed a Form K (cancellation of insurance) with the Commission which indicated that the insurance would cease on August 19, 2017.  

5. Following a hearing held on August 24, 2017, an Administrative Law Judge issued Recommended Decision No. R17-0732, which found that To The Rescue’s authority should be revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.  Recommended Decision No. R17-0732 was mailed on September 7, 2017, and became a decision of the Commission on October 7, 2017.

6. To The Rescue made a filing on October 12, 2017, requesting that 
CPCN PUC No. 55793 not be revoked. Included were written materials from To The Rescue’s insurance company indicating that insurance was in effect with no lapse of insurance coverage.

C. Conclusions

7. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

8. The Commission has considered the request to reopen the proceeding and reinstate To The Rescue’s CPCN under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., and finds that good cause exists to grant the request and reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55793.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request to Reopen Proceeding and Reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55793 filed by PRK Williams Inc., doing business as 
To The Rescue is granted.  The Commission amends Decision No. R17-0732 to remove Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55793 from the list of revoked authorities and permits and reinstates Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity 
PUC No. 55793 contingent upon PRK Williams Inc., doing business as To The Rescue having the appropriate proof of insurance filed with the Commission within 30 days of the effective date of this Decision. 

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
