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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On November 15, 2017, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a Motion for Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice (Motion) that will apply to Advice Letter No. 919-Gas.  Public Service states that, by Advice Letter No. 919-Gas, the Company seeks to revise its annual Pipeline System Integrity Adjustment (PSIA) tariff filing, effective January 1, 2018.  The Company includes that the annual revenue increase from the filing is projected to be $25,595,971.
2. By its Motion, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative forms of notice: 


(a)
Filing of the tariff change with the Commission and keeping open for public inspection the filing; 

 
(b)
Publishing a legal notice in a newspaper of general circulation for the service territory, The Denver Post, on Sunday, November 19, 2017; 


(c)
Posting a copy of the filing on the Public Service website, xcelenergy.com; and

 
(d)
Providing the notice as a bill onsert
 to all of Public Service’s natural gas customers to be included in customer bills for a full bill cycle in November and December 2017. 

3. Public Service states that it would like to avoid incurring time and materials expenses entailed in providing statutory notice by means of direct mail.  The Company estimates the cost of effectuating notice through individual mailings to be in excess of $617,000. 

4. Public Service states that good cause exists for the alternative form of notice. The Company claims that this form of notice will provide direct notice to all retail customers by means of the bill onsert mailing during November and December 2017 and publication of a Legal Notice in The Denver Post on Sunday, November 19, 2017, and will provide the required information regarding the specific PSIA rate changes to the general public and impacted customers, including the estimated impact on average Residential and Commercial customers.  The Company represents that almost all gas customers will have access to the published notice within 20 days of the filing and all the Company’s retail gas customers will receive actual notice of the filing and have an opportunity to file a protest or intervene prior to the deadline for interventions. 

5. Pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1207(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a utility may request to provide alternative forms of public notice of its advice letter filing proposing amendments to its tariffs.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to its stakeholders and its general body of electric ratepayers.  We therefore find good cause to grant the alternative form of notice as requested by Public Service.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion filed on November 15, 2017, by Public Service Company of Colorado requesting approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 919-Gas is granted.

2. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
