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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion for 45-Day Extension of Time to File Signed Amendment Pursuant to Recommended Decision No. R17-0825 (Motion) filed by the Park Creek Metropolitan District and the City and County of Denver (collectively Joint Applicants) on November 30, 2017, requesting an additional 45 days of time to file the required signed Construction and Maintenance agreements in this proceeding.

2. As grounds, the Joint Applicants state that the Amendment to the Public Highway Overpass Crossing Agreement between the Joint Applicants and the Regional Transportation District has been finalized in form and agreed to by the parties.  Additional time is needed to obtain signatures to this amended agreement.  The Joint Applicants also state that no update is needed to the Public Highway Overpass Crossing Agreement with the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific Railroad).  The agreed to form of the Regional Transportation District amended agreement and a copy of the Union Pacific Railroad agreement are attached as exhibits to the Motion.  The Joint Applicants request an additional 45 days to obtain the necessary signatures on the Regional Transportation District amended agreement.  The Joint Applicants note that construction of the Phase II bridge will not commence until the signed agreements are filed with the Commission.

3. The Joint Applicants are authorized to state that they have conferred with the Regional Transportation District and the Union Pacific Railroad regarding this filing and that the parties do not oppose this filing.
4. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for 45-Day Extension of Time to File Signed Amendment Pursuant to Recommended Decision No. R17-0825 filed by the Park Creek Metropolitan District and the City and County of Denver (collectively Joint Applicants) on November 30, 2017, requesting an additional 45 days of time to file the required signed Construction and Maintenance agreements in this proceeding is granted.

2. The Joint Applicants shall be required to file a copy of the signed agreements with the Commission by January 15, 2018 prior to the start of any construction work at the crossing.

3. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions in this matter as necessary.
