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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions
1. Airbus DS Communications, Inc. (Airbus) filed an Application for Authority 
to Provide Basic Emergency Service (Application) on October 25, 2017.  Airbus filed the Application pursuant to Rules 2103 and 2134 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Services and Providers of Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.  

2. The Commission issued notice of the Application, which mailed on October 27, 2017, and established an intervention period concurrent with the 30 days’ notice.  

3. Intervention filings were timely filed by the following: Adams County 
E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority; Douglas County Emergency Telephone Service Authority and the El Paso-Teller County Emergency Telephone Service Authority; Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority; Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority; Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC; West Safety Communications; Colorado Telecommunications Association; and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  

4. Multiple potential intervenors are requesting a hearing in this matter.  For example, Staff states that it plans to examine whether certification of Airbus as a Basic Emergency Service Provider (BESP) is in the public interest and whether Airbus possesses the requisite qualifications necessary to provide reliable basic emergency service statewide.  Staff further intends to determine the implications on 9-1-1 Authorities, Public Safety Answering Points, and telecommunication carriers from the certification of an additional BESP in Colorado.
5. On December 8, 2017, through Decision No. C17-1015-I, we deemed the Application complete for purposes of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.
6. We refer the Application to Hearing Commissioner Wendy Moser for disposition of the interventions and a determination of the merits of the Application.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Application for Authority to Provide Basic Emergency Service filed 
by Airbus DS Communications, Inc. on October 25, 2017 is referred to Hearing 
Commissioner Wendy Moser for the issuance of a recommended decision.
