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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. By this Decision, we grant the City of Boulder’s Request for Additional Time to Satisfy Commission Conditions filed on December 13, 2017, with its Report Regarding Agreements with Public Service Company of Colorado.  We approve the extension from December 13, 2017 to March 13, 2018 to file an agreement(s) regarding permanent easements for Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to serve its customers in Boulder after separation of the Public Service and the City of Boulder’s (Boulder) electric distribution systems, agreement(s) regarding payment to Public Service for costs incurred to effectuate the separation of the electric distribution systems, and a corrected list of assets outside the substations, as required in Decision No. C17-0750.

2. Boulder states that significant progress has been made toward finalizing the agreements addressing permanent easements and payment for costs.  Additionally, Boulder asserts that the list of assets for transfer to be approved by the Commission has been corrected and completed, except for the inclusion of the real property portion.

3. Boulder states that Boulder and Public Service  are committed to regular meetings to finalize the agreements within the requested 90-day extension period.

4. Boulder states that it is authorized to represent that Public Service supports the request for extension.

5. We find that Boulder and Public Service are working to complete the filings ordered in Decision No. C17-0750.  We acknowledge that the agreements and asset list are complex and that additional time is appropriate to allow the Parties to finalize the agreements and the list of assets.

6. We also find that no intervening parties will be harmed by granting this request.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The City of Boulder’s Request for Additional Time to Satisfy Commission Conditions filed with its Report to the Commission Regarding Agreements with Public Service Company of Colorado on December 13, 2017 is granted.
2. By March 13, 2018, the City of Boulder shall file an agreement regarding permanent easements for Public Service Company of Colorado to serve its customers in Boulder after separation of the Public Service and the City of Boulder’s electric distribution systems, agreement(s) regarding payment for separation of the electric distribution systems, and a corrected list of assets outside the substations, as required in Decision No. C17-0750.
3. Response time is waived.
4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
