I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This Decision sets for hearing Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 filed by 
K 2 Taxi, LLC (K 2 Taxi) under Advice Letter No. 2 and suspends the effective date for 120 days pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S.  The matter will be heard by the Commission en banc.

2. A pleading to intervene in this matter may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding no later than 30 days after the mailing date of this Decision.
B. Discussion
3. On December 1, 2017, K 2 Taxi filed Advice Letter No. 2 and Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2.  The proposed effective date of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 is January 1, 2018.  K 2 Taxi, in Advice Letter No. 2, states Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 is submitted to increase the rates and fares for the taxi service authorized by Certificate No. 55810.

4. The taxi fares K2 Taxi proposes to increase are:

5. The only financial information provided with Advice Letter No. 2
 as justification for the rate increases consists of the following statements:
Justification for rate increases is due to increased expenses.  K 2 Taxi has converted from gasoline vehicles to an electric, zero-emission fleet comprised of 2016 and 2017 Nissan Leafs.

Xcel Energy increased our commercial electricity rate by 60% due to increased usage of our 6, 24/7 EV charging stations on premises.

Grand Junction regional airport increased cost of doing business by 625%.

6. However, K2 taxi did not provide other relevant financial data on the cost of any new or used zero-emission vehicles, the amount the zero-emission vehicles may be depreciated each year, the amount of the estimated increased costs of commercial electricity, or the amount of the increased costs of providing service to and from the Grand Junction Regional Airport.

7. K 2 Taxi also did not provide any estimates or projections on the possible yearly increase in revenues it could receive if the proposed fares were allowed to become effective.

8. With the limited justification provided, Staff was not able to evaluate the possible changes to revenue or expenses that K 2 Taxi could incur if the proposed fares were allowed to become effective.
9. Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff pages for hearing which will suspend the effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the suspension period of 120 days, or, in this proceeding, by May 1, 2018, Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 filed by K 2 Taxi may become effective.  

10. Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by a separate decision, suspend the effective date of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 for an additional 90 days. Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 210 days or, in this proceeding, until July 30, 2018.  If the Commission further suspends, by a separate decision, the effective date of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before July 30, 2018, Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 filed by K 2 Taxi may become effective.

C. Conclusions and Findings
11. We find good cause to suspend the effective date of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 submitted with Advice Letter No. 2 and set this matter for hearing.  We will hear this proceeding en banc.
12. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariff pages shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposed effective date, January 1, 2018, of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 2 filed by K 2 Taxi, LLC with Advice Letter No. 2 is suspended for 120 days until May 1, 2018, or until further order of the Commission.

2. The Commission shall hear this proceeding en banc.  The Commission shall set a hearing date and establish other procedures by separate decision(s).  

3. Any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariff pages, who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 30 days after the mailing date of this Decision and shall serve a copy of the notice or motion on K 2 Taxi, LLC. 

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
