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I. STATEMENT

1. This Proceeding was commenced on February 21, 2017 by the issuance of Civil Penalty Assessment or Notice of Complaint to Appear (CPAN No. 114556) to “Spring Cab.”  

2. On March 8, 2017, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  This matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

3. Decision No. R17-0199-I (mailed on March 15, 2017) amended the caption to identify the respondent by its correct legal name, Spring Cab LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Respondent or Spring Cab); set the proceeding for hearing and required Respondent to retain counsel to represent it in this matter; directed counsel for Respondent and for Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) to file entries of appearance on or before March 24, 2017; adopted a procedural schedule for the parties to file, and to serve on each other, lists of witnesses, detailed summaries of the testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits to be presented at the hearing; and advised the Parties of several procedural requirements.  

4. The procedural history of this proceeding is set forth in Decision No. R17-0199-I and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
5. Counsel for Staff filed his entry of appearance, pursuant to Rule 1007(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, on March 23, 2017.  No entry of appearance was filed by counsel for Respondent by the March 24, 2017 deadline, nor did Respondent file a timely request for an extension of time to retain counsel.  

6. Respondent Spring Cab is again advised and is on notice that it will not be permitted to participate in this Proceeding without an attorney.  

7. Respondent Spring Cab is again advised and is on notice that, unless Respondent Spring Cab’s attorney enters an appearance as required by this Interim Decision, Respondent Spring Cab will risk adverse findings and conclusions on the merits of this CPAN.  

8. On March 29, 2017, Staff filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File its Witness and Exhibit List and Copies of its Exhibits (Motion), seeking a two-day extension of time to and including March 31, 2017 within which to make the required prehearing filing.  As grounds, Staff recounts technical difficulties it encountered in scanning and making copies of the exhibits it intends to present at the hearing, which difficulties prevented it from meeting the March 29, 2017 pre-filing deadline.  Pursuant to Rule 1400(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, counsel for Staff reports that he was unable to confer with counsel about the Motion, since no counsel for Respondent has yet entered an appearance.  

9. Good cause exists to grant Staff’s Motion.  

10. No prejudice to Respondent will result from this short extension of time.  Therefore, pursuant to Rule 1400(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, the 14-day response time to Staff’s Motion will be waived. 

11. The deadline for Staff to file and to serve on Respondent its list of witnesses, detailed summaries of the testimony of each witness, and copies of exhibits to be presented at the hearing will be extended to March 31, 2017.  

12. The April 19, 2017 deadline for Respondent to file and to serve on Staff and its counsel its list of witnesses, a detailed summary of the testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits it intends to present at the hearing remains in force.  

13. The Parties are advised and are on notice that the procedural advisements set forth in Decision No. R17-0199-I remain in force.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File its Witness and Exhibit List and Copies of its Exhibits, filed by Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) on March 29, 2017, is granted.  

2. Pursuant to Rule 1400(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, the response time to Staff’s Motion is waived.  

3. The deadline for Staff to file, and to serve on Spring Cab LLC, doing business as Spring Cab, its list of witnesses, a detailed summary of the testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits it will present at the hearing is extended to March 31, 2017 at 5:00 p.m.
