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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 17, 2017, the Commission opened Proceeding No. 17M-009TR as 
a repository proceeding for the filing of 2016 Annual Reports in accordance with Rule 6212 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, for intrastate Carriers Holding a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and/or a Contract Carrier Permit to transport passengers in the State of Colorado.  On the same date, the Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrate Law Judge (ALJ) by minute entry.  The proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

2. In accordance with Rule 6212(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6, each regulated intrastate carrier over which the Commission has jurisdiction is required to file an annual report on or before April 30th for the preceding calendar year.  For the 2016 annual report filings, because April 30th fell on Sunday, the deadline was extended by operation of law until May 1, 2017.  Section 40-6-121, C.R.S.
3. Director Doug Dean’s February 17, 2017 letter to intrastate common carriers and contract carriers opening the instant proceeding advised that carriers may file a motion for extension of time to file their annual reports, and that the motion may be granted for a period not to exceed 30 days for good cause shown.  

4. Prior to the close of business on May 1, 2017, the following regulated intrastate carriers filed timely motions for extensions of time within which to file their annual reports and each motion stated the grounds for the requested extension: 

· 453-TAXI;

· Highland Express Shuttle Service;

· K2 Taxi, LLC; 

· MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Suburban Taxi and/or Northwest Suburban Taxi;  

· Mobility Transportation & Services, Inc.;

· R & R Transportation Inc.; 

· Springs Cab, LLC; and 

· Wilderness Journeys Pagosa Inc.
   
5. Based upon good cause shown, each of these motions will be granted for the grounds stated in each motion.  The extensions will be granted for a period of 30 days, or to and including May 31, 2017.
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The eight Motions for Extension of Time to File Annual Reports, filed prior to the close of business on May 1, 2017, are granted.

2. On or before May 31, 2017, each of the following regulated intrastate carriers shall file its 2016 Annual Report required by Rule 6212(a) Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6:  

· 453-TAXI;

· Highland Express Shuttle Service;

· K2 Taxi, LLC; 

· MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Suburban Taxi and/or Northwest Suburban Taxi;  

· Mobility Transportation & Services, Inc.;

· R & R Transportation Inc.; 

· Springs Cab, LLC; and 

· Wilderness Journeys Pagosa Inc.     
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
