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I. STATEMENT
A. Relevant Background

1. On April 21, 2017, the parties sent an email to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) stating “Staff, CenturyLink, and Level 3 . . . have reached a settlement in principle this morning and will be ready to suggest a path forward for this proceeding at” the continued prehearing conference on April 24, 2017.  

2. On April 24, 2017, the undersigned ALJ held the prehearing conference referenced in the email that was continued from a prehearing conference held on April 7, 2017.  At the continued prehearing conference on April 24, 2017, the undersigned ALJ discussed with the parties the settlement and its implications for the scheduling of the proceeding.  

3. On April 26, 2017, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge issued Interim Decision No. R17-0327-I that ordered to be filed by May 4, 2017: (a) the Settlement Agreement; (b) a motion requesting that the Application, as modified by the Settlement Agreement, be granted; (c) affidavits from the witnesses who filed written testimony with the Application avowing that the information and statements contained in each witness’s written testimony are true and accurate; and (d) a proposed order granting the Application as modified by the Settlement Agreement.  

4. Interim Decision No. R17-0327-I also scheduled a hearing for May 18 and 19, 2017.  However, Interim Decision No. R17-0327-I stated that the hearing “shall be vacated if it becomes unnecessary in light of the information contained in the Settlement Agreement, Motion, and affidavits to be filed on May 4, 2017.  The degree of detail provided by Applicants and Staff in the Settlement Agreement, and by Applicants in the Motion, will be a significant determining factor in whether the hearing is necessary.”
   

5. On May 4, 2017, the parties filed the documents ordered to be filed in Interim Decision No. R17-0327-I.  

B. Analysis

6. The undersigned ALJ has now reviewed the documents filed by the parties on May 4, 2017 and determined that the hearing is unnecessary in light of the information contained in those documents.  Accordingly, the hearing shall be vacated.  A Recommended Decision addressing the Application, as modified by the Settlement Agreement, shall issue as soon as reasonably possible.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Consistent with the discussion above, the hearing in this proceeding scheduled for May 18 and 19, 2017 is vacated.   
2. This Decision is effective immediately.
