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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 20, 2017, Springs Cab LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Applicant or Spring Cab), filed an Application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, which commenced the above-captioned proceeding.  The Application requests authority to suspend operations of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55797 for one full year – from April 15, 2017 through April 15, 2018.  The Application was signed by Ali A. Guilaid and Muktar J. Buni, as “Owners” of Spring Cab.  

2. The procedural history of the above captioned proceeding is set out in Decision No. R17-0319-I (mailed on April 24, 2017) and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.  
3. On March 27, 2017, a group of “Respondent Owners,” through their counsel (R. Gregory Haller, Esq.) filed a “Motion to Intervene and an Objection to the Application to Suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity Number 55797.”  In their pleading, “Respondent Owners” allege inter alia that Ali A. Guilaid and Muktar J. Buni have no ownership interest in Springs Cab LLC, and therefore, have no standing to have filed this Application.  

4. Decision No. R17-0319-I granted the Motion to Intervene and reserved ruling on the Objection to the Application.  The “Respondent Owners” are Intervenors and Parties to this Proceeding.  
5. On May 1, 2017, attorney Lori J. Tucker, Esq. entered her appearance as counsel for Intervenors.
  
6. In accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Decision No. R17-0319-I scheduled a Prehearing Conference for May 15, 2015 at 1:30 p.m. in a Commission hearing room.   
7. As required by Decision No. R17-0319-I, counsel for Applicant, T. Edward Williams, entered his appearance on May 5, 2017.  
8. On May 11, 2017, Intervenors filed a Motion to Dismiss the Application to Suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity Number 55797 (Motion to Dismiss).  Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, Applicant's response to the Motion to Dismiss is due 14 days after service, or by May 25, 2017.

9. On the afternoon of May 12, 2017, Applicant filed a Motion to Continue the May 15, 2017 Prehearing Conference for 30 days (Motion to Continue). As grounds, counsel for Applicant states he is relocating to a new law firm and that Applicant will need to retain his new law firm to represent him in this proceeding.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds that counsel’s transition to a new laws firm and the grounds stated in the Motion to Continue constitutes good cause to continue the Prehearing Conference.  

10. By email sent to counsel for the Parties at 9:45 a.m. on May 15, 2017, the ALJ advised counsel of his ruling on the Motion to Continue, which is memorialized in this Decision.

11. In accordance with Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, response time to the Motion to Continue will be waived.   
12. The Motion to Continue will be granted.  The Prehearing Conference set for May 15, 2017 at 1:30 p.m. will be vacated and rescheduled.    

13. Applicant will be ordered to file a response to the Intervenors’ Motion to Dismiss not later than May 25, 2017, pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  

14. The Motion to Intervene advised the Commission that Springs Cab LLC has 
filed a complaint in the District Court in and for El Paso County, Colorado, seeking judicial 
relief against Defendants Ali A. Guilaid and Muktar J. Buni, who signed the Application in 
this proceeding as “Owners” of Applicant.  The Motion to Intervene included as Exhibit G a copy of the complaint in that lawsuit, captioned Springs Cab, LLC et al. v. Ali A. Gulaid and Muktar Buni, District Court, El Paso County, Colorado, Case No. 2016CV32219.    

15. Intervenors will be ordered to file in the instant proceeding, not later than May 25, 2017, a status report on the current procedural status and pending due dates and trial date, if any, in the lawsuit, Springs Cab, LLC et al. v. Ali A. Gulaid and Muktar Buni, District Court, El Paso County, Case No. 2016CV32219.  

16. The Prehearing Conference will be rescheduled for June 14, 2017 at 1:30 p.m. in a Commission Hearing Room.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Continue, filed on May 12, 2017 by Springs Cab LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Applicant) is waived, in accordance with Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  
2. The Motion to Continue the May 15, 2017 Prehearing Conference is granted.  

3. The Prehearing Conference scheduled for May 15, 2017 at 1:30 p.m. is vacated.  

4. The Prehearing Conference in this proceeding is rescheduled as follows:

5. Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, not later than May 25, 2017, Applicant shall file a response to the Motion to Dismiss the Application to Suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity Number 55797, filed on May 11, 2017 by the “Respondent Owners” of Springs Cab, LLC (Intervenors).  

6. Not later than May 25, 2017, Intervenors shall file in this proceeding a status report on the current procedural status and pending due dates and trial dates, if any, in the lawsuit captioned Springs Cab, LLC et al. v. Ali A. Gulaid and Muktar Buni, District Court, El Paso County, Colorado, Case No. 2016CV32219.  

7. At the rescheduled Prehearing Conference, Applicant and Intervenors shall be prepared to address the issues set forth in Decision No. R17-0319-I, Paragraphs I.C.21 through 27, which are incorporated herein by reference.  

8. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
