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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 17, 2017, the Commission opened Proceeding No. 17M-009TR as 
a repository proceeding for the filing of 2016 Annual Reports in accordance with Rule 6212 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, for intrastate Carriers Holding a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (Certificate) and/or a Contract Carrier Permit to transport passengers in the State of Colorado.  On the same date, the Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrate Law Judge (ALJ) by minute entry.  The proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

2. The procedural history of the above-captioned proceeding is set out in previous Decisions and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.  

3. In accordance with Rule 6212(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6, each regulated intrastate carrier over which the Commission has jurisdiction was required to file its 2016 Annual Report on or before May 1, 2017.  
See § 40-6-121, C.R.S.
4. Springs Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Spring Cab), holds Certificate PUC No. 55797.  

5. By Decision No. R17-0352-I (Mailed on May 2, 2017), Spring Cab was granted an extension of 30 days’ time, or to and including May 31, 2017, within which to file its 2016 Annual Report.  

6. On May 15, 2017, Spring Cab filed a Second Motion for Extension of Time for Filing Annual Report (Motion for Extension).  Spring Cab seeks an extension to and including July 1, 2017 within which to file its 2016 Annual Report.  As grounds, Spring Cab states that, due to a recent major employment change and the transfer of all hard copy operational data to a password-protected electronic filing system, retrieval of critical information for the 2016 Annual Report has been so far unsuccessful.  Further, Spring Cab states that appropriate steps have been taken for “the accurate and speedy” retrieval of the operational data.  Spring Cab anticipates being able to file its 2016 Annual Report on or before July 1, 2017.  

7. Since this proceeding is a repository proceeding for the filing of 2016 Annual Reports, Spring Cab has no duty to confer with opposing parties, pursuant to Rule 1400(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, or to seek a waiver of response time, pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  

8. Spring Cab has shown good cause, and the Motion for Extension will be granted.  Spring Cab’s 2016 Annual Report will be due on or before July 1, 2017.
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Second Motion for Extension of Time for Filing Annual Report, filed by Springs Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab on May 15, 2017, is granted.

2. On or before July 1, 2017, Spring Cab shall file its 2016 Annual Report required by Rule 6212(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.  

3. This Decision is effective immediately.
