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I. statement

1. On April 14, 2017, Petitioner Tyler Shults filed a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations-Driver (Petition).  In the Petition, Petitioner seeks a two-year waiver of Rule 6713 of the Commission Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, to allow Petitioner to drive a vehicle for a Transportation Network Company (TNC).
  Specifically, he seeks a waiver of Rule 6713(c)(IX), which provides that:

[a] person is physically qualified to drive if, upon physical examination, the medical examiner determines that the person does not exhibit . . . [a] visual disorder or impairment resulting in acuity of worse than 20/40 (Snellen) in each eye without corrective lenses or corrected to 20/40 (Snellen) or better with corrective lenses, distant binocular acuity worse than 20/40 (Snellen) in both eyes with or without corrective lenses, field of vision lower than 70° in the horizontal Meridian in each eye, and colorblindness resulting in the lack of an ability to 

recognize the colors of traffic signals and devices showing standard red, green, and amber.  
According to the Petition and the medical report filed therewith, because Petitioner does not satisfy the standard in Rule 6713, he cannot be qualified medically to drive for a TNC without a waiver.  
2. The form Petition for Waiver provided by the Commission requires Petitioners to file with the completed Petition:

1.
A copy of all of the pages of the driver's completed Medical Examination Report Form and the Medical Examiner’s Certification, signed by a medical examiner.
2.
A signed and dated letter from a medical examiner that describes the medical condition requiring the waiver, coupled with a statement that, in the examiner's medical opinion, the driver could safely operate the type of motor vehicle(s) that the driver intends to operate.

3. However, while Petitioner filed the Petition, he did not file the Medical Examiner’s Certification or the letter containing the examiner’s medical opinion concerning whether Petitioner can safely operate the type of vehicle that Petitioner intends to operate.  

4. On April 26, 2017, the Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution
.  The Petition was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  

5. As the form Petition provided by the Commission makes clear, the Medical Examiner’s Certification and the examiner’s medical opinion letter are required to be filed in order to allow the undersigned ALJ to make a fully informed decision concerning the Petition.  As a result, the undersigned ALJ shall order Petitioner to file the documents listed above by June 16, 2017.  If Petitioner does not file the requested document by June 16, 2017, the Petition shall be dismissed without prejudice.  
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Petitioner Tyler Shults (Petitioner) shall file by June 16, 2017, the documents described in Paragraph No. 2 above.  

2. If Petitioner does not file the documents listed in Paragraph No. 2 above by June 16, 2017, the Petition shall be dismissed without prejudice.  
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
