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I. STATEMENT

1. This Proceeding was commenced on March 9, 2017 by the issuance of Civil Penalty Assessment or Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 117777 to Red’s Towing (Red’s Towing or Respondent.)  

2. The procedural history of the above-captioned matter is set out in Decision No. R17-0304-I (Mailed on April 18, 2017) in this Proceeding and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
3. The Parties to this Proceeding are the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff) and Red’s Towing.  Both are represented by legal counsel.  

4. Decision No. R17-0304-I set this proceeding for an evidentiary hearing for June 7, 2017 at 9:30 a.m. at the Commission.

5. On May 3, 2017, Staff filed, and served on Respondent and its counsel, its list of witnesses, a detailed summary of the testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits it would offer into evidence at the hearing.  

6. Pursuant to Decision No. R17-0304-I, Red’s Towing’s pre-hearing filing of its list of witnesses, detailed summaries of the testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits it will present at the hearing is due on May 23, 2017.  

7. On May 19, 2017, the Parties filed in one pleading a Joint Notice of Settlement in Principle and Joint Motion to Stay Proceedings and Vacate Hearing.  The Parties state that they have reached a settlement agreement in principal and are in the process of preparing and finalizing the written settlement documents.  The Parties state further that they anticipate filing a Joint Motion to Approve the Stipulation and a fully-executed Settlement Agreement within three weeks (or by June 9, 2017).  

8. In light of the settlement, the Parties request that the remaining procedural deadlines be stayed and that the hearing set for June 7, 2017 be vacated.  

9. The Parties have shown good cause to grant the Joint Motion to Stay Proceedings and Vacate Hearing.  The May 23, 2017 deadline for Red’s Towing’s pre-hearing filing will be stayed pending further order of the Commission.  The Parties state that they will not be able to file their Joint Motion to Approve the Stipulation and a fully-executed Settlement Agreement until after the scheduled hearing.  Therefore, the evidentiary hearing set for June 7, 2017 at 9:30 a.m. will be vacated.  

10. The Parties will be ordered to file their Joint Motion to Approve the Stipulation and a fully-executed Settlement Agreement not later than June 9, 2017.

11. In the event that a written settlement agreement is not finalized and filed with the Commission by the foregoing deadline, the stay of the procedural deadlines will be lifted by a subsequent Commission decision, and the hearing will be rescheduled.  

12. Pending issuance of further Decisions in this Proceeding, the Advisements set forth in Decision No. R17-0304-I will remain in effect.   

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Joint Notice of Settlement in Principle filed by the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff) and Red’s Towing (Red’s Towing or Respondent) on May 19, 2017, is acknowledged.

2. The Joint Motion to Stay Proceedings and Vacate Hearing filed by Staff and Red’s Towing on May 19, 2017, is granted.

3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for June 7, 2017 at 9:30 a.m. is vacated.  

4. The procedural deadline of May 23, 2017, for Red’s Towing to file and to serve on Staff and its counsel Respondent’s list of witnesses, a detailed summary of the testimony of each witness, and copies of the exhibits it will present at the hearing, is stayed until further decision of the Commission.  

5. The Parties shall file their Joint Motion to Approve the Stipulation and a 
fully-executed Settlement Agreement not later than June 9, 2017.

6. The Advisements set forth in Decision No. R17-0304-I shall remain in effect.

7. This Decision shall be effective immediately.
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
