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I. STATEMENT
1. The procedural history of this proceeding is detailed in Decision Nos. R17‑0235‑I, R17-0327-I, and R17-0385-I.  In sum, the proceeding concerns an Application filed by CenturyLink, Inc. and Level 3 Communications, Inc. (Level 3) requesting “Commission approval of the indirect transfer of control of all Level 3 operating entities certificated by the Commission . . . to CenturyLink.”
  

2. Because Applicants filed their Application on January 20, 2017 with their testimony and exhibits, the deadline for the Commission to issue a decision is June 29, 2017, which is 120 days after the date on which the Commission deemed the Application complete (March 1, 2017). However, § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., permits the undersigned Administrative Law Judge to extend the statutory deadline up to 90 days “[i]f the Commission finds that additional time is required.”
3. The undersigned ALJ finds that additional time is required in this proceeding.  While the ALJ’s Recommended Decision addressing the Application will issue forthwith, additional time will be required to allow the Commission the full 20 days permitted by 
§ 40-6-109, C.R.S. within which to consider whether to stay the Recommended Decision on its own motion.  Accordingly, the statutory deadline shall be extended by 90 days.  
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Consistent with the discussion above, the statutory deadline by which the Commission must issue its Decision in this proceeding is extended by 90 days, pursuant to 
§ 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S.  
2. This Decision is effective immediately.
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
