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I. statement  

1. On April 28, 2017, the City of Ft. Collins (City or Ft. Collins) filed an Application requesting authority to construct a new at-grade crossing of the road to connect Nancy Gray Avenue and Sharp Point. Drive crossing the tracks of the Great Western Railway Company of Colorado (GWR) at railroad milepost 78.08 of the Greeley Subdivision, National Inventory No. 934010L in Fort Collins County of Larimer, State of Colorado. This filing commenced this proceeding.

2. On May 1, 2017 the Commission gave notice of the Application; established an intervention period and established a procedural schedule.  This Order shall vacate that procedural schedule.

3. By Decision No.C17-0466-I, issued on June 7, 2017 the Commission deemed the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) “for disposition of the interventions and determination of the merits of the Application.”  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 2. 

A.
Interventions.  

4. On May 31, 2017, GWR filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention. GWR opposes the granting of the application and requests a hearing. GWR is represented by legal counsel in this matter.  

5. The Motion to Intervene of GWR was timely filed. Good cause is found to allow the intervention.
6. Applicant and Intervenor, collectively, are the Parties.  

B.
Prehearing Conference.  

7. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, to establish a procedural schedule, and to discuss discovery and other matters.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on July 6, 2017.  

8.   At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss a location for the hearing.  

9. At the prehearing conference, the Parties also must be prepared to discuss the following:  (a) the date by which Applicant will file copies of the exhibits and a list of witnesses it will offer in its direct case; (b) the date by which intervenor will file copies of the exhibits and a list of witnesses it will offer in its case; (c) the duration of the hearing and the proposed hearing dates; and (d) the date by which each Party will file its post-hearing statement of position.
  

10. At the prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss any matter pertaining to discovery if the procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405 are not sufficient.  

11. At the prehearing conference, a party may raise any additional issue.  

12. The ALJ expects the Parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates, including hearing dates, for the procedural schedule.  The Parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters and are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing dates that are acceptable to both Parties.  

13. The Parties are advised that, and are on notice that, they must be familiar with, and abide by, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723 Part 1.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The procedural schedule established in the Notice of Application Filed dated May 1, 2017 is vacated.  

2. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:
