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1. The fourth sentence in Paragraph No. II.22 on page 6 of this Decision reads as follows:

There Intervenors asserted that an applicant has standing only if (1) the applicant was injured in fact; and (2) the injury was to a legally protested interest.  

There is a typographical error in the word “protested,” which should be “protected.”  

2. Footnote No 12 on page 11 of this Decision reads as follows.  

Counsel for Applicant entered his appearance on May 5, 2017.  Nevertheless, in the approximately six weeks since then, Applicant still has not filed and served on Staff and its counsel Applicant’s list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits 
or filed a motion for an extension of time to make the filing required by Rule 1405(k)(I) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  

The word “Staff” in the second sentence of Footnote No. 12 should be “Intervenors.”  The words “its counsel” should be “their counsel.”

3. The fourth sentence in Paragraph No. II.22 on page 6 of this Decision shall be amended as follows:

There Intervenors asserted that an applicant has standing only if (1) the applicant was injured in fact; and (2) the injury was to a legally protected interest.
