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I. STATEMENT

1. The procedural history of this Proceeding is set out in the Interim Decision previously issued in this case.  The procedural history is repeated as necessary to put this Interim Decision in context.  

2. On May 25, 2017, the Commission appears to have served, by certified mail (return receipt requested), Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint No. 118539 (CPAN) on Gerald Martin Price, Jr., doing business as Price Luxury Transportation.
  The CPAN commenced this Proceeding.  

3. The CPAN states that Mr. Price, doing business as Price Luxury Transportation, holds PUC Authority No. LL-00873.  The CPAN names Mr. Price, doing business as Price Luxury Transportation (Price or Respondent), as the Respondent.  
4. On June 19, 2017, counsel for Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered his appearance in this Proceeding.  In that filing and pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1007(a),
 Staff counsel identified the trial Staff and the advisory Staff in this Proceeding.  

5. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  Each individually is a Party.  

6. On June 14, 2017, by Minute Order, the Commission assigned this Proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
A. Procedural Schedule and Related Matters.  

7. By Decision No. R17-0511-I, the ALJ ordered Staff to consult with Respondent and to file, not later than June 30, 2017, proposed hearing dates.  The ALJ ordered Respondent to cooperate with Staff regarding the filing of proposed hearing dates.  Decision No. R17-0511-I at Ordering Paragraph No. 3.  

8. On June 30, 2017, Staff filed its Response to Decision No. R17-0511-I (Staff Response).  In that filing, Staff states:  (a) Staff counsel “attempted to confer with Respondent 
on four separate occasions regarding potential hearing dates” (Staff Response at ¶ 2 and Attachment 1); (b) Staff counsel received no response from Respondent; and (c) Staff proposed three hearing dates that are satisfactory to Staff.  

9. Despite having notice of the need to discuss proposed hearing dates, Respondent chose not to respond to Staff counsel’s requests concerning proposed hearing dates.  

10. Staff is available for hearing on August 1, 2, and 21, 2017.  The ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding for August 21, 2017.  

11. The ALJ will adopt the following procedural schedule:  (a) not later than July 14, 2017, Staff will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of its proposed exhibits; (b) not later than July 28, 2017, Respondent will file his list of witnesses and complete copies of his proposed exhibits; (c) not later than August 11, 2017, each Party will file prehearing motions; (d) not later than noon on August 16, 2017, the Parties will file any stipulation
 or settlement agreement
 reached; and (e) the evidentiary hearing will be held on August 21, 2017; and (f) absent further order, the Parties will make oral closing statements following the presentation of evidence at the evidentiary hearing.  

12. Each witness -- including Respondent Mr. Price -- who will be called to testify (except as a witness called in Staff’s rebuttal case) must be identified on the list of witnesses that ¶ 11 of this Interim Decision requires each Party to file.  The following information must be provided for each listed witness:  (a) the name of the witness; (b) the address of the witness; (c) the business telephone number or daytime telephone number of the witness; and (d) a detailed summary of the testimony that the witness is expected to give.  

13. No person will be permitted to testify on behalf of a Party (except in Staff’s rebuttal case) unless the person is identified as required by ¶ 12 of this Interim Decision on the list of witnesses filed pursuant to the procedural schedule in ¶ 11 of this Interim Decision.  

14. Complete copies of all proposed exhibits (except an exhibit offered in Staff’s rebuttal case or used in cross-examination) must be filed as required in ¶ 11 of this Interim Decision.  

15. No document will be admitted into evidence (except in Staff’s rebuttal case or when used in cross-examination) unless a complete copy of the document is filed in accordance with the procedural schedule in ¶¶ 11 and 14 of this Interim Decision.  
16. Hearing Exhibits will be marked numerically and sequentially, beginning with the number 1, irrespective of the sponsoring Party.  
17. Hearing exhibit numbers will be assigned during the evidentiary hearing.  
B. Discovery and Related Matters.  
18. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405 will govern discovery in this Proceeding.  
19. Motions pertaining to discovery may be filed at any time.  The ALJ will shorten the response time to a motion pertaining to discovery to three business days from the date of service of the motion.  If necessary, the ALJ will hold a hearing on a discovery-related motion as soon as practicable after the motion and response are filed.  
C. Confidential Information.  
20. Rules 4 CCR 723-1-1100 and 723-1-1101 will govern the treatment of confidential information; will govern the treatment of highly confidential information; and will govern motions for extraordinary protection of highly confidential information.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

2. The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) not later than July 14, 2017, Staff of the Commission shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of its proposed exhibits; (b) not later than July 28, 2017, Respondent Gerald Martin Price, Jr., doing business as Price Luxury Transportation, shall file its list of witnesses and complete copies of his proposed exhibits; (c) not later than August 11, 2017, each Party shall file prehearing motions; (d) not later than noon on August 16, 2017, the Parties shall file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; and (e) absent further order, the Parties shall make oral closing statements following the conclusion of the presentation of evidence at the evidentiary hearing.  
3. No person, including Respondent Gerald Martin Price, Jr., shall be permitted 
to testify on behalf of a Party (except as a witness in Staff’s rebuttal case) unless the person 
is identified on a list of witnesses that is filed in accordance with ¶¶ 11 and 12 of this 
Interim Decision.  
4. No document shall be admitted into evidence (except in Staff’s rebuttal case or when used in cross-examination) unless a complete copy of the document is filed in accordance with ¶¶ 11 and 14 of this Interim Decision.  
5. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 governs discovery in this Proceeding.  

6. The response time to a motion pertaining to discovery is shortened to three business days from the date of service of the motion.  

7. Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1100 and 723-1-1101 govern the treatment of information claimed to be confidential and govern the treatment of information claimed to be highly confidential in this Proceeding.  

8. The Parties are held to the advisements contained in the Interim Decisions issued in this Proceeding.  

9. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
