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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 22, 2017, Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority (JCECA or Applicant) filed an application for an emergency telephone surcharge increase pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S.  JCECA is a governing body as defined in § 29-11-101(4), C.R.S., providing 911 service in Jefferson County and the City and County of Broomfield.  

2. The procedural history of the above captioned proceeding is set out in decisions previously issued in this Proceeding and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
3. Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) is an Intervenor as of Right in this Proceeding.  See Decision No. R17-0409-I (Mailed on May 19, 2017).
4. Decision No. R17-0409-I denied a motion for permissive intervention filed on April 19, 2017 by the Board of County Commissioners of Jefferson County (County), but permitted the County to participate as amicus curiae in this Proceeding, pursuant to Rule 1200(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  
5. Applicant and Staff are the Parties to this Proceeding, and each is a Party.
6. On May 31, 2017, JCECA filed an Unopposed Motion for Approval of Procedural Schedule, which proposed a procedural schedule and a hearing date acceptable to the Parties.   
7. Decision No. R17-0455-I (Mailed on June 2, 2017) set an evidentiary hearing in this proceeding for August 10, 2017 at 9:00 a.m. in a Commission hearing room and adopted the following procedural schedule:  
a) JCECA’s Direct Testimony and Attachments were to be filed no later than June 22, 2017; 
b) Staff’s Answer Testimony and Attachments would be filed no later than July 12, 2017; 

c) JCECA’s Rebuttal Testimony and Attachments would be filed no later than July 19, 2017; 

d) Corrected Testimony and Attachments for both JCECA and Staff would be filed no later than July 21, 2017; 

e) Prehearing motions, including (without limitation) dispositive motions, motions in limine, and motions to strike would be filed no later than August 1, 2017; 

f) Any objections to the admissibility of any pre-filed hearing exhibits marked for identification would be filed no later than August 1, 2017; 

g) Stipulations and/or settlement agreements would be filed no later than August 1, 2017; and 

h) Simultaneous post-hearing statements of position by both Parties would be filed no later than August 24, 2017.  
8. Decision No. R17-0455-I also set forth certain procedural requirements related to confidentiality, discovery, marking hearing exhibits for identification, formatting hearing exhibits, and modifying, amending, supplementing, or correcting pre-filed hearing exhibits.   
9. On June 20, 2017, JCECA filed an Unopposed Motion to Waive the Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time (Unopposed Motion).  Pursuant to Rule 1400(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, JCECA conferred with counsel for Staff and reported that Staff does not oppose the relief sought in the Unopposed Motion. 
10. The Unopposed Motion states that JCECA and Staff have agreed in principle to a settlement of this matter, and propose several modifications to the adopted procedural schedule in order to accommodate the preparation and filing of a written Settlement Agreement.  

11. By an email sent to counsel for the Parties and Amicus Curia on the morning of June 22, 2017, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) advised that the Unopposed Motion was granted and that response time was waived.  This Interim Decision memorializes that ruling.  

12. Because the motion is unopposed, the usual response time to the Unopposed Motion will be waived, pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  

13. The Unopposed Motion states good cause to vacate or to modify certain dates in the procedural schedule and will be granted.

14. By this Interim Decision, the ALJ will make the following modifications to the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R17-0455-I:

a) The deadlines for filing direct, answer, rebuttal, and corrected testimony and attachments will be vacated; 
b) The deadline for filing objections to the admissibility of any pre-filed hearing exhibits marked for identification will be vacated;

c) The deadline for filing prehearing motions will remain as August 1, 2017; 

d) The deadline for filing stipulations and/or settlement agreements will be moved from August 1, 2017 to July 19, 2017; 

e) The hearing date of August 10, 2017 will be preserved for a hearing on stipulations and/or settlement agreements;
 and 

f) The deadline for filing simultaneous post-hearing statements of position by both Parties will remain as August 24, 2017.  

15. The procedural requirements adopted in Decision No. R17-0455-I related to marking pre-filed hearing exhibits for identification, formatting pre-filed hearing exhibits, and modifying, amending, supplementing, or correcting pre-filed hearing exhibits will also be vacated.   
16. The procedural requirements adopted in Decision No. R17-0409-I related to discovery will not be vacated.
17. In the event that the Parties cannot finalize and file the written settlement agreement by the new July 19, 2017 deadline, the ALJ will set new procedural deadlines and a new hearing date, if this Application must proceed to hearing.
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Waive the Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time (Unopposed Motion), filed by Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority on June 20, 2017, is granted.

2. Response time to the Unopposed Motion is waived.  
3. This Interim Decision makes the following modifications to the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R17-0455-I:

a. The deadlines for filing direct, answer, rebuttal, and corrected testimony and attachments are vacated;; 
b. The deadline for filing objections to the admissibility of any pre-filed hearing exhibits marked for identification are vacated;

c. The deadline for filing prehearing motions remains as August 1, 2017; 

d. The deadline for filing stipulations and/or settlement agreements is moved from August 1, 2017 to July 19, 2017; 

e. The hearing date of August 10, 2017 at 9:00 a.m. in a Commission Hearing Room shall be reserved for a hearing on stipulations and/or settlement agreements; and 

f. The deadline for filing simultaneous post-hearing statements of position by both Parties will remain as August 24, 2017.  

4. The procedural requirements adopted in Decision No. R17-0455-I related to marking pre-filed hearing exhibits for identification, formatting pre-filed hearing exhibits, and modifying, amending, supplementing, or correcting pre-filed hearing exhibits are vacated.   

5. The procedural requirements adopted in Decision No. R17-0409-I related to discovery are not vacated.

6. The Parties shall make the filings required by the procedural schedule as modified by this Decision.  
7. This Interim Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
