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I. statement  

1. On April 28, 2017, the City of Ft. Collins filed an Application requesting authority to construct a new at-grade crossing of the road to connect Nancy Gray Avenue and Sharp Point Drive crossing the tracks of the Great Western Railway Company of Colorado at railroad milepost 78.08 of the Greeley Subdivision, National Inventory No. 934010L in Fort Collins County of Larimer, State of Colorado. This filing commenced this proceeding.    

2. On May 1, 2017, the Commission gave notice of the Application; established an intervention period and established a procedural schedule.  This Decision shall vacate that procedural schedule.  

3. By Decision No. C17-0466-I, issued on June 7, 2017 the Commission deemed the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) “for disposition of the interventions, and determination of the merits of the Application.”  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 2.   

4. On June 16, 2017, by Decision No. R17-0501-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for July 6, 2017.
