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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 16, 2017, Jason Blake Pope filed the above-captioned proceeding with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.  
2. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held July 20, 2017, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for disposition.

3. The form petition filed provides for the signature and verification that the petitioner has read the petition and asserts that the statements in it are true and correct.  

4. Reviewing the filings to date, the undersigned noted that the petition is unsigned and thus not verified.

5. Petitioner will be ordered either to cure the deficiency by filing a fully signed and verified petition or to show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (i.e., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on August 16, 2017.

6. Petitioner is advised that failure to make one of the filings described in ¶ 5 above on or before August 16, 2017, will result in dismissal of the petition without prejudice.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Jason Blake Pope must make a filing either to cure the deficiency by filing a fully signed and verified petition or to show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on August 16, 2017.
