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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 22, 2017, Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority (JCECA or Applicant) filed an application for an emergency telephone surcharge increase pursuant to § 29-11-102(2)(b), C.R.S.  JCECA is a governing body as defined in § 29-11-101(4), C.R.S., providing 911 service in Jefferson County and the City and County of Broomfield.  

2. This Interim Decision will continue the scheduled hearing on the Settlement Agreement, as discussed in detail below.  
3. The procedural history of the above captioned proceeding is set out in decisions previously issued in this Proceeding and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
4. Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) is an Intervenor as of Right in this Proceeding.  See Decision No. R17-0409-I, Ordering Paragraph II.A.3 at p. 10 (Mailed on May 19, 2017).
5. Applicant and Staff are the Parties to this Proceeding, and each is a Party.  
6. The Board of County Commissioners of Jefferson County was allowed 
to participate in this Proceeding as Amicus Curiae, pursuant to Rule 1200(c) of the Rules 
of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  See Decision 
No. R17-0409-I, Ordering Paragraph II.A.2 at p. 10.  
7. Pursuant to JCECA’s Unopposed Motion for Approval of Procedural Schedule, filed on May 31, 2017, Decision No. R17-0455-I (Mailed on June 2, 2017) set an evidentiary hearing in this proceeding for August 10, 2017 at 9:00 a.m. in a Commission hearing room, adopted a procedural schedule, and set forth other procedural requirements.      
8. On June 20, 2017, JCECA filed an Unopposed Motion to Waive the Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time (Second Motion), to which Staff did not object.  The Second Motion stated that JCECA and Staff had agreed in principle to a settlement of this matter, and proposed several modifications to the adopted procedural schedule in order to accommodate the preparation and filing of a written Settlement Agreement.  

9. By Decision No. R17-0551-I, Ordering Paragraphs II.A.1, 2, and 3 at p. 5 (Mailed on July 5, 2017) the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted the Second Motion, waived response time, and modified the adopted procedural schedule as requested.  Significantly, the deadline for filing stipulations and/or settlement agreements was moved to July 19, 2017, and the hearing set for August 10, 2017 was reserved for a hearing on any stipulations and/or settlement agreements to be filed.  
10. On July 19, 2017, JCECA and Staff filed an Unopposed Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement and Waiver of Response Time (Third Motion), attaching the Settlement Agreement along with Exhibits A and B to the Settlement Agreement.   
11. By Decision No. R17-0628-I, Ordering Paragraphs II.A.1 through 8 at pp. 6 and 7 (Mailed on August 2, 2017), the ALJ granted the request to waive response time to the Third Motion, but advised the Parties that an evidentiary hearing on the Settlement Agreement is necessary.  The ALJ took the request to approve the Settlement Agreement under advisement pending the hearing and the issuance of a Recommended Decision.  

12. Decision No. R17-0628-I, Ordering Paragraphs II.A.4 through 8 at pp. 6 and 7, also ordered JCECA and Staff each to present a witness to testify in support of approval of the Settlement Agreement, posed a number of questions to be answered by their witnesses at the hearing, and required the filing (not later than 5 p.m. on August 8, 2017) of an executable spreadsheet exhibit comparing Exhibit 13 to the Application with Exhibit A to the Settlement Agreement.  
13. On August 4, 2017, JCECA and Staff filed an Unopposed Motion for Continuance of Hearing and Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion), requesting that the hearing on the Settlement Agreement be continued until Tuesday, August 29, 2017.  As grounds, the Unopposed Motion states (at ¶ 3, p. 1) that, “The attorneys for Staff are currently involved in a separate hearing which has been extended to last through Monday, August 7, 2017, and they have statements of position to draft and file in that case which are due shortly thereafter.”  The Unopposed Motion states that Staff does not oppose the relief sought, and therefore it is appropriate to waive response time to the Unopposed Motion.     
14. The Unopposed Motion also requests that the required filing of an executable spreadsheet exhibit, comparing Exhibit 13 to the Application with Exhibit A to the Settlement Agreement, be extended until Thursday, August 24, 2017.  
15. The ALJ find that good cause exists to grant the requested waiver of response time, to grant the Unopposed Motion, to continue the hearing on the Settlement Agreement, and to extend the time for filing the executable spreadsheet exhibit.    

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The response time to the Unopposed Motion for Continuance of Hearing 
and Waiver of Response Time (Unopposed Motion) filed by Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority (JCECA) on August 4, 2017, is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion is granted and the hearing on the Settlement Agreement shall be continued until the date and time set forth below  
3. The evidentiary hearing in this proceeding on the Settlement Agreement is 
re-scheduled as follows:

4. The deadline for JCECA and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) to file the executable spreadsheet exhibit comparing Exhibit 13 to the Application with Exhibit A to the Settlement Agreement, as required by Decision No. R17-0628-I, shall be extended to 5 p.m. on August 24, 2017. 
5. The requirements set forth in Decision No. R17-0628-I, requiring JCECA and Staff to present the testimony of witnesses in support of approval of the Settlement Agreement shall remain in effect.  

6. The requirements set forth in Decision No. R17-0628-I, requiring JCECA and Staff to mark hearing exhibits for identification and to offer such hearing exhibits into evidence shall remain in effect.   

7. The requirements set forth in Decision No. R17-0628-I, requiring the witnesses to be presented by JCECA and by Staff to be prepared to answer the questions set forth in Paragraph I.17 on pages 4 and 5 of Decision No. R17-0628-I, shall remain in effect.   

8. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
