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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 15, 2017, Andrew Rodriguez (Petitioner) filed a Verified Petition for Waiver of Safety Regulations.  Petitioner responded to the “specific rule(s) the petitioner is requesting be waived” as “Hearing Impaired.  He is unable to hear without his cochlear implant.”
  A Confidential Medical Exam dated June 8, 2017 conducted by Dr. Constantine J. Tsamasfyros, M.D. was also filed.

2. On June 28, 2017, Commission Staff (Staff) sent correspondence to Petitioner’s address requesting the following additional information:

A signed and dated letter from a doctor stating an opinion as to whether he/she feels the driver could safely operate a motor vehicle of the type the driver intends to operate while driving for a transportation network company coupled with a short description of the reason for the physical disqualification. The Doctor's letter of opinion is in addition to the Medical Examination Report Form.

A copy of the driver's Motor Vehicle Records Search for the past three years.
3. After further review, Staff sent correspondence to Petitioner on July 27, 2017 explaining that the requested waiver is not necessary based upon the medical examination.  Staff requested that Petitioner withdraw the petition.

4. Finally, on August 3, 2017, Staff sent correspondence to Petitioner reminding him yet again that the Commission had not received a copy of his Driver's Motor Vehicle Record for the past three years or a signed and dated letter from a medical examiner stating their opinion as to whether he/she feels Petitioner could safely operate a motor vehicle for a transportation network company coupled with a short description of the reason for the physical disqualification.  In light of the failure to provide requested information, Staff cautioned “If the PUC does not receive acknowledgement or the documents requested by Monday (8/7/2017), this waiver request may be dismissed without prejudice and without further notice.”

5. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held August 9, 2017, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for disposition.

6. To date, Petitioner has not provided the information required to be included with the petition despite the form itself as well as the efforts of Staff.  Notably, reviewing the Medical Examiner’s Certificate filed, Dr. Tsamasfyros found Petitioner to be medically fit to drive without condition.  Thus, the waiver requested in the petition is moot.

7. Petitioner will be ordered either to make a filing to withdraw the petition, cure the deficiency in the petition by providing the information requested in Staff’s correspondence or to show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on August 17, 2017.

8. Petitioner is advised that failure to make one of the filings described in 
¶ 7 above on or before August 17, 2017, will result in dismissal of the petition without prejudice.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Andrew Rodriguez must make a filing to withdraw the petition, cure the deficiency in the petition by providing the information requested in Commission Staff’s correspondence or to show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on August 17, 2017.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
