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I. STATEMENT  

1. On August 15, 2017, Staff’s Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule of Interim Decision No. R17-0511-I and Continue August 21, 2017 Hearing was filed.

2. A hearing is scheduled in this matter to be held on August 21, 2017.

3. Staff of the Commission’s (Staff) only scheduled witness in this matter, Criminal Investigator Nate Riley, is on extended leave from the Commission following the birth of his child.  Staff contends his testimony is essential to the prosecution of the case because Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 118539 was issued based upon Mr. Riley’s investigation.

4. Staff attempted to confer with Respondent Gerald Price by both telephone and email regarding this request. Mr. Price did not respond.

5. Staff requests a two-month continuance of the hearing and contends that no prejudice will come to Respondent.  The amount of any civil penalty and Respondent’s authority to operate will not be affected by the timing of the hearing.

6. Staff does not address response time to the filed motion.  The timing of Mr. Riley’s leave of absence presumably not being known in advance, the motion likely could not reasonably have been filed materially sooner.  As provided in Rule 1400(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, “the responding party shall have 14 days after service of the motion, or such lesser or greater time as the Commission may allow, in which to file a response.”  To allow expiration of the response period would result in a ruling following the scheduled hearing date.  

7. Based upon the surrounding circumstances as well as arguments of Staff, response time will be waived sua sponte.  

8. Based upon good cause shown, the motion will be granted and the scheduled hearing will be vacated.

A. Filing Regarding Potential Hearing Dates.  

9. In order to establish a new hearing date, Staff shall attempt to contact Respondent in order to discuss dates for the evidentiary hearing in this matter.  On or before October 18, 2017, Staff will be ordered to file a list of three proposed hearing dates, each of which is agreeable to the Parties.  If possible, the Administrative Law Judge will select one of the proposed dates.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to Staff’s Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule of Interim Decision No. R17-0511-I and Continue August 21, 2017 Hearing filed on August 15, 2017, is waived and the request granted.  

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for August 21, 2017, is vacated.

3. Not later than October 18, 2017, Staff of the Commission shall make a filing regarding proposed evidentiary hearing dates.  The filing shall comply with ¶ 9 of this Interim Decision.  

4. Respondent Gerald Martin Price, Jr., doing business as Price Luxury Transportation, shall cooperate with Staff of the Commission with respect to the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 3.  

5. If Staff of the Commission does not make the filing required by Ordering Paragraph No. 3, the Administrative Law Judge will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this Proceeding without input from the Parties.  

6. The Parties shall be held to the advisements contained in decisions previously issued in this proceeding.
7. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
