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I. STATEMENT  

1. On December 14, 2016, the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority (LETA) filed a formal Complaint against Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink). That filing commenced this proceeding.

2. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held on December 21, 2016.

3. By Decision No. R17-0356-I, issued May 4, 2017, Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority (BRETSA) was granted intervention in this proceeding.

4. By Decision No. R17-0236-I, ALJ Mana L. Jennings-Fader scheduled an evidentiary hearing in this matter for September 19 and 20, 2017.

5. On August 4, 2017, CenturyLink QC’s Motion to Reschedule Hearing was filed (Motion).  The Motion is supported by the included Affidavit of Timothy Kunkleman.  CenturyLink requests that the hearing in this matter be rescheduled either one week earlier, one week later, or otherwise.  An unforeseen scheduling conflict has arisen for CenturyLink’s only witness in the proceeding and no one else can provide the necessary testimony or adopt his 
pre-filed testimony at hearing.  CenturyLink argues that Mr. Kunkleman can be accommodated without prejudicing other parties by moving the hearing a few days earlier or later.

6. CenturyLink reports the positions of the other parties based upon conferral: 

BRETSA indicated it had no objection to the motion, and was available during both the weeks of September 11 and 25, but would prefer to schedule around the Commission’s 9-1-1 Advisory Task Force meeting currently scheduled for the morning of September 14, 2017.

LETA indicated that it opposed the motion, but indicated that “if, in response to [CenturyLink’s] motion, the ALJ is inclined to reschedule the hearing for either the week of September 11 or the week of September 25, then LETA would be available with the exception of Monday, September 25.” LETA also suggested alternatives to rescheduling such as remote testimony or video deposition, but CenturyLink does not believe such measures would be workable.

No other response was filed.

7. Based upon good cause shown and availability of alternative dates for hearing, the Motion will be granted, as ordered below.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. CenturyLink QC’s Motion to Reschedule Hearing filed by Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC on August 4, 2017, is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled for this matter on September 19 and 20, 2017 is vacated.
