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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 22, 2017, TracFone Wireless, Inc. (Applicant) filed the above-captioned proceeding with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, seeking a designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado for the sole purpose of offering Lifeline Service to qualified customers.

2. By Decision No. R17-0647-I, issued on August 8, 2017, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled a prehearing conference in this proceeding for August 23, 2017 at 9:30 a.m.  Decision No. R17-0647-I also sets forth the procedural history of this proceeding and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
3. The parties to this proceeding are Applicant; Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff); the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority; the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority; the Montrose Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Ouray County Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Gunnison-Hinsdale Combined Emergency Telephone Service Authority, and the San Miguel Emergency Telephone Service Authority; and NE Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless.  See Decision No. R17-0647-I ¶ I.A.15, page 7.

4. On the afternoon of August 18, 2017, Applicant filed a Notice of Filing Proposed Procedural Schedule (Notice).  The Notice advises that counsel for all the parties have represented that they agree with the proposed procedural schedule and that the prehearing conference does not appear to be necessary at this time.  

5. For good cause shown and because the request to vacate the prehearing conference is unopposed, the ALJ will grant the request.  The prehearing conference in this proceeding scheduled for August 23, 2017 at 9:30 a.m. will be vacated.

6. Also on August 18, 2017, counsel for Applicant filed a Motion to Appear Telephonically for Prehearing Conference (Motion), to permit two of Applicant’s attorneys from Washington, D.C. to appear by telephone.  Responses to this Motion will be waived, pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Since the scheduled prehearing conference will be vacated by this Interim Decision, this Motion will be denied as moot.  

7. The procedural schedule and other pending motions will be addressed in separate Interim Decisions.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The prehearing conference in this proceeding scheduled for August 23, 2017 at 9:30 a.m. is vacated. 

2. Responses to the Motion to Appear Telephonically for Prehearing Conference, filed by TracFone Wireless, Inc. on August 18, 2017 will waived, pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  
3. The Motion to Appear Telephonically for Prehearing Conference is denied as moot.  
4. This Decision is effective immediately.
