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I. STATEMENT  

1. On December 14, 2016, the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority (LETA) filed a formal Complaint against Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink). That filing commenced this proceeding.

2. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held on December 21, 2016.

3. By Decision No. R17-0356-I, issued May 4, 2017, Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority (BRETSA) was granted intervention in this proceeding.

4. By Decision No. R17-0236-I, Judge Mana L. Jennings-Fader scheduled an evidentiary hearing in this matter for September 19 and 20, 2017.  By Decision No. R17-0690-I, issued August 21, 2017, the evidentiary hearing was rescheduled to commence on September 26 and 27, 2017.

5. On September 18, 2017, the Unopposed Joint Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement, Joint Motion to Dismiss Without Prejudice, Joint Motion to Vacate the Hearing and Modify Procedural Schedule, and Waiver of Response Time was filed by LETA, CenturyLink, and BRETSA.  The parties filed a comprehensive unopposed settlement agreement for Commission consideration.  

6. LETA, CenturyLink QC, and BRETSA jointly request that the scheduled evidentiary hearing be vacated and that the procedural schedule be modified.  They further request that response time be waived because there are no other parties and no one will be prejudiced by such waiver.

7. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed requests, it is appropriate that response time be waived and the scheduled hearing be vacated.  There appearing at this time to be no further need for an evidentiary hearing in the proceeding, the remainder of the procedural schedule will be vacated.

8. The remainder of the requested relief in the Unopposed Joint Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement and Joint Motion to Dismiss Without Prejudice will be addressed by a separate decision.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Joint Motion for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority (LETA), Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink), and the Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority (BRETSA) on September 18, 2017, is granted.

2. The Unopposed Joint Motion to Vacate the Hearing and Modify Procedural Schedule filed by LETA, CenturyLink, and BRETSA on September 18, 2017, is granted.

3. The hearing scheduled for this matter for September 26 and 27, 2017 is vacated.

4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
