I. STATEMENT

1. On September 18, 2017, Major Andrew J. Unsicker, Captain Lanny L. Zieman, and Thomas A. Jernigan filed separate Verified Motions for Admission Pro Hac Vice (Verified Motions).  In their Verified Motions, Major Unsicker, Captain Zieman, and Mr. Jernigan request admission to represent the Federal Executive Agencies (FEA) in this proceeding.  On August 15, 2017, Major Unsicker, Captain Zieman, and Mr. Jernigan filed in this proceeding a statement from the Clerk of the Colorado Supreme Court Office of Attorney Registration that Major Unsicker, Captain Zieman, and Mr. Jernigan filed the Verified Motions with the Attorney Registration Office, paid the applicable fee, a disciplinary history revealed no adverse information with respect to any of them, and the Attorney Registration Office issued 
Pro Hac Vice registration numbers to each of them.  

2. Under Colorado law, legal counsel who are not licensed to practice law 
in Colorado can be granted permission to appear pro hac vice in this Proceeding.  Counsel 
who seek to appear pro hac vice must comply with Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (C.R.C.P.) 205.4, which incorporates by reference C.R.C.P. 205.3.  C.R.C.P. 205.3(2) details what an out-of-state attorney must do to be permitted to appear pro hac vice and includes five requirements.  

3. Here, Major Unsicker, Captain Zieman, and Mr. Jernigan have complied with the requirements of C.R.C.P. 205.3 and C.R.C.P. 205.4.  For this reason, the Verified Motions shall be granted.  Major Unsicker, Captain Zieman, and Mr. Jernigan shall be permitted to represent FEA in this proceeding.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Verified Motions for Admission Pro Hac Vice filed by Major Andrew J. Unsicker, Captain Lanny L. Zieman, and Thomas A. Jernigan are granted.  

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
