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I. STATEMENT

1. On September 6, 2017, HRM Resources II, LLC, Renegade Oil & Gas Company, LLC, KP Kauffman Company, Inc., Great Western Operating Company, LLC, Smith Energy Corporation, Goodwin Energy Management, LLC, Overland Resources, LLC, Becca Oil, LLC, Fahey Oil & Gas, Natural Resources Group, Incorporated, S&D, LLC, Schreider & Company, Inc., Timberline Energy, Inc. (Complainants), filed a formal complaint against Anadarko Petroleum Corporation, Kerr-McGee Gathering LLC, and Western Gas Holdings LLC (Respondents).  That filing commenced this proceeding. 

2. On September 11, 2017, Doug Dean, Director, served a copy of the Complaint together with an order requiring the defendant to satisfy or answer said complaint within 20 days, in accordance with §40-6-108, C.R.S.
3. On September 21, 2017, Complainants filed the Motion to Request Removal of Complainant.  Due to a clerical error not discovered until after the Complaint was filed, Great Western Operating Company, LLC (Great West) was included as a Complainant.   Great West has “requested to be removed from the list of Complainants.”  Complainants request the “deletion of Great Western Operating Company, LLC from this complaint and matter.”

4. Based upon the representation of counsel, it would appear that Great West was included as a Complainant in error, as opposed to having joined and later requesting not to proceed.  The motion will be construed as a motion requesting leave to amend the Complaint.  Although not specifically referenced in the motion, and consistent with the construction of the motion, Complainants simultaneously filed an Amended Complaint omitting Great Western.  

5. “Where not otherwise inconsistent with Title 40 or these rules, the Commission, a hearing Commissioner, or an Administrative Law Judge may seek guidance from or may employ the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure.”  Rule 1001 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

Rule 15(a), of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (C.R.C.P.) provides in part: “A party may amend his pleading once as a matter of course at any time before a responsive 

6. pleading is filed …. A party shall plead in response to an amended pleading within the time remaining for response to the original pleading or within 14 days after service of the amended pleading, whichever period may be the longer, unless the court otherwise orders.”  C.R.C.P. 15(a)
7. Consistent with practices under the C.R.C.P., the undersigned Administrative Law Judge will sua sponte waive response time and grant the motion based upon good cause shown.  Correspondingly, the time within which Respondents have been ordered to satisfy or answer will be modified as ordered below.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Request Removal of Complainant is waived and the request is granted.

2. The caption for Proceeding No. 17F-0599G shall be amended as follows:

COMPLAINANTS,
V.

ANADARKO PETROLEUM CORPORATION, A DELAWARE CORPORATION; KERR-MCGEE GATHERING LLC, A COLORADO LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY; AND  WESTERN GAS HOLDINGS LLC, A DELAWARE LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY,, 
 
RESPONDENTS.

3. Respondents are notified that the Amended Complaint has been filed in the above entitled and captioned case.  A copy thereof is attached hereto as Appendix A.

4. Respondents shall satisfy the matters in the complaint or answer the complaint in writing within 14 days after service of this Interim Decision. 

5. If the Amended Complaint is satisfied and adequate evidence of satisfaction is presented to the Commission, the Amended Complaint shall be dismissed.  If the Amended Complaint is not satisfied, or if adequate evidence of its satisfaction is not presented to the Commission, or if no Answer is filed within the time required, the allegations of the Amended Complaint shall be deemed admitted, and the Commission may grant so much of the relief sought in the Amended Complaint as is within its power and jurisdiction or may set the Amended Complaint for hearing.

6. This Decision is effective immediately.
