P.U.C. No. 23, Section 9.2.1, Universal Emergency Number Service – 911. The West Region 911 Authorities represent that each intends to take NG9-1-1 ESInet service under the proposed tariff revisions.

Paragraph 13 lists the West Region 911 Authorities as:  the Montrose Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Ouray County Emergency Service Authority, the San Miguel Emergency Telephone Service Authority, and the Delta County Emergency Telephone Service Authority.  The Gunnison Hinsdale Combined Emergency Telephone Authority was inadvertently omitted from that list.  Paragraph 13 shall be amended to include that entity as follows:
