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I. STATEMENT
A. Relevant Background
1. On 
May 9, 2017, Ilimo LLC (Ilimo) filed the above-captioned application (Application). 

2. On May 15, 2017, the Commission issued a notice of Ilimo’s Application.  
3. On May 30, 2017, The Colorado Sightseer, Inc. (Colorado Sightseer) filed an Intervention and Entry of Appearance (Intervention).  The basis for the Intervention was Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 54166 held by Colorado Sightseer, with which Colorado Sightseer asserted the authority sought by Ilimo would conflict if granted by the Commission.  In Interim Decision No. R17-0552-I issued July 10, 2017, the undersigned ALJ, among other things, acknowledged Colorado Sightseer’s Intervention and stated that it was a party to this proceeding

4. On September 8, 2017, Ullr Tours, LLC, doing business as The Colorado Sightseer (Ullr Tours) filed a Motion to Substitute for the Current Intervenor, Colorado Sightseer (Motion).  In the Motion, Ullr Tours states that the Commission approved the application filed in Proceeding No. 17A-0330CP-TRANSFER to transfer CPCN PUC No. 54166 from Colorado Sightseer to Ullr Tours.  As a result, Ullr Tours now holds the authority that served as the basis for Colorado Sightseer’s Intervention in this proceeding. 

5. No party has opposed the Motion.   
B. Motion to Substitute

6. The Motion states good cause for the substitution.  As noted above, the Commission has approved the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 54166 from Colorado Sightseer to Ullr Tours.  CPCN PUC No. 54166 was the basis for Colorado Sightseer’s Intervention in this proceeding, as Colorado Sightseer stated (and Ilimo did not dispute) that the authority sought by Ilimo in this proceeding, if granted, will conflict with CPCN PUC No. 54166.  Accordingly, because Ullr Tours now holds CPCN PUC No. 54166, the Motion shall be granted.  
C. Representation

7. Richard Grover signed Ullr Tour’s Motion.  Mr. Grover is not, however, an attorney currently in good standing before the Supreme Court of the State of Colorado.  Absent an applicable exception, Commission Rule 1201(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice 
and Procedure, requires a party in a proceeding before the Commission to be represented by 
an attorney authorized to practice law in the State of Colorado.
  One exception allows a 
non-attorney “Officer” to represent the interests of a closely-held entity in a proceeding in which no more than $15,000 is in controversy.
  A closely-held entity has no more than three owners.
  Evidence must be provided that the officer has the authority to represent the interests of the closely held entity.
 

8. Ullr Tours must either obtain counsel or show cause why Rule 1201, 4 CCR 723-1 does not require it to be represented in this proceeding by an attorney currently in good standing before the Supreme Court of the State of Colorado.  The deadline for counsel for Ullr Tours to enter an appearance in this matter or to show cause why Rule 1201, 4 CCR 723-1, does not require it to be represented by legal counsel in this matter is October 9, 2017.  Ullr Tours is advised that failure either to show cause or to have legal counsel file an entry of appearance on its behalf on or before October 9, 2017 may result in dismissal of its Intervention.  

9. Ullr Tours is also advised that it must comply with all deadlines specified in Decision No. R17-0624-I that issued on August 9, 2017, as corrected by the Errata that issued on August 16, 2017.  Failure to do so could result in the dismissal of its Intervention.  
D. Additional Advisements  

10. Ullr Tours is advised and is on notice that this proceeding is governed by 
the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1.  The ALJ expects Ullr Tours and 
the other parties to be familiar with and to comply with these rules.  The rules are available 
on the Commission’s website (http://www.dora.colorado.gov/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion to Substitute for the Current Intervenor, Colorado Sightseer, filed by Ullr Tours, LLC, doing business as The Colorado Sightseer (Ullr Tours) on September 8, 2017 is granted. 

2. As described in paragraphs 8 to 10 above, the deadline for counsel to enter an appearance in this matter on behalf of Ullr Tours or for Ullr Tours to show cause why Rule 1201, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, does not require it to be represented by legal counsel in this matter is October 9, 2017.
3. This Decision is effective immediately.
