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I. STATEMENT  
1. On June 22, 2017, CO Craft Tours LLC, doing business as Colorado  Craft Tours, filed an Application for Permit to Operate as a Contract Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application). That filing commenced the proceeding.

2. On June 26, 2017, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice as follows: 
For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers in call-and-demand charter service and call and demand shuttle service

between all points in El Paso County, State of Colorado.

3. On July 7, 2017, Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC (Springs Shuttle), filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel. This filing attached Commission Authority No. 55275 held by Springs Shuttle. 

4. On July 28, 2017, the Parties filed their Motion for Approval of restrictive Amendments and Motion for Withdrawal of Intervention (Motion).  In the Motion the Parties request that the Application “seek only the following described authority”(emphasis added):

Transportation of passengers in call-and-demand service to, from and between breweries, distilleries, tasting rooms, and other craft food and beverage establishments.

Motion at 1.

5. On August 2, 2017, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred it to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition.

6. On August 18, 2017, by Decision No. R17-0668-I, the Motion was denied. The Parties also were advised that failure to file a new stipulated settlement would result in a prehearing conference being scheduled. 

7. A prehearing shall be scheduled as stated below.
