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I. statement

1. On August 16, 2017, Southwest Adventure Tours LLC (Applicant) filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.

2. On August 21, 2017, the Commission provided public notice of the Application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers 
(I)
in call and demand shuttle service 
between all points within a 10-mile radius of the intersection of 5th Street and Main Street in Grand Junction, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points within a 100-mile radius of the intersection of 5th Street and Main Street in Grand Junction, Colorado, on the other hand;
(II)
in call-and-demand charter service 
between all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of 5th Street and Main Street in Grand Junction, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points within a 200-mile radius of the intersection of 5th Street and Main Street in Grand Junction, Colorado, on the other hand; 

(III)
in call-and-demand sightseeing service 
originating in the Counties of Mesa and Denver, to all points in the State of Colorado, returning to the origination point.
3. On September 26, 2017, Applicant filed its Notice of Withdrawal of Application Pursuant to PUC Rule 1309(d). 

4. Applicant’s notice is made in conformance with Rule 1309(d) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, therefore the Application is withdrawn.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The application filed by Southwest Adventure Tours LLC on August 16, 2017 is withdrawn.

2. Proceeding No. 17A-0558CP is closed.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-106, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

5. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the recommended decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

6. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse a basic finding of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge; and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

7. If exceptions to this Recommended Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
