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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 15, 2017, Shuttle the Rockies, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for authority to extend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55887 (Application).  That filing commenced this proceeding.    
2. The procedural history of the above-captioned proceeding is set out in Decision No. R17-0806-I (mailed on October 2, 2017) issued previously in this Proceeding and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context.
3. On August 21, 2017, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed (Notice), which recited the current language of CPCN PUC No. 55887 and its restrictions and stated that: 
The proposed extension of authority seeks to eliminate the following restriction:  “To the use of a maximum of two vehicles with a seating capacity of 15 passengers or less per vehicle for a period of three years from the date of the granting of the Application for this Authority.”  

The 30-day intervention deadline set by the Notice expired on September 20, 2017.  

4. On August 30, 2017, Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (Ramblin’) filed, through counsel, its Entry of Appearance and Intervention, claiming that the operating rights sought by Applicant would overlap the rights granted to Ramblin’ by the Commission in Certificate Nos. L275, L9909, 45392, 47966, and 55787.  Ramblin’ asserted that it has a legally protected right in the subject-matter of the Application and requested that the Application be denied.  
5. Applicant and Ramblin’ are the only Parties to this Proceeding.  
6. Applicant is a Colorado limited liability company.  The Application was signed by Roger Clower, as “Owner.”  Shuttle the Rockies, LLC, is not represented by counsel.  

7. Decision No. R17-0806-I found that the Application satisfactorily established that Applicant is entitled to proceed without an attorney, pursuant to Rule 1201(b)(II) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1 (2015), and authorized the Owner, Roger Clower, to represent Applicant in this proceeding.
  

8. On September 28, 2017, Ramblin’ filed a Motion to Strike or Dismiss Application or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine (Motion).  Pursuant to Rule 1400(b) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, Applicant had 14 days, or to and including October 12, 2017, within which to file its response to the Motion.  Applicant did not file a timely response.  

9. In accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, Decision No. R17-0806-I scheduled a Prehearing Conference for October 13, 2017 at 1:30 p.m.

10. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) called the Prehearing Conference to order as scheduled.  Mr. Roger Clower appeared for Applicant.  Charles J. Kimball, Esq., appeared on behalf of Intervenor Ramblin.’  At the beginning of the Prehearing Conference, Applicant and Ramblin’ announced that they had negotiated a Stipulation to extend the maximum vehicle restriction, which would resolve their dispute.  If the Stipulation were to be approved by the ALJ, counsel for Ramblin’ stated it would withdraw its intervention and opposition to the Application.  

11. Counsel for Ramblin’ agreed to prepare a written Stipulation setting forth 
the revised statement of authority in Applicant’s CPCN PUC No. 55887, including the negotiated extension to the maximum vehicle restriction.  Ramblin’ agreed to provide the draft Stipulation to Mr. Clower for his review.  Finally, Ramblin’ agreed to state affirmatively in the Stipulation that Mr. Clower has agreed to the revised statement of Applicant’s CPCN PUC No. 55887 and to the negotiated extension to the maximum vehicle restriction.  

12. The Parties agreed to file the Stipulation no later than 5:00 p.m. on Monday, October 23, 2017.  

13. In light of the negotiated agreement to resolve this Proceeding by Stipulation, Ramblin’ withdrew its pending Motion.  

14. In the event that the Parties fail to file the Stipulation as ordered herein, or to file a timely motion for extension of time within which to make that filing, the ALJ will issue an Interim Decision setting hearing dates and dates for the Parties to file their respective witness lists, detailed summaries of the testimony of their witnesses, and copies of the hearing exhibits they plan to offer into evidence.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Shuttle the Rockies, LLC (Applicant) and Intervenor, Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (Ramblin’) shall file with the Commission no later than 5:00 p.m. on Monday, October 23. 2017, a written Stipulation settling forth the revised statement of Applicant’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55887, including the negotiated extension to the maximum vehicle restriction.  

2. Ramblin’s withdrawal of its Motion to Strike or Dismiss Application or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine, filed on September 28, 2017 is acknowledged.  The Motion to Strike or Dismiss Application or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine, shall be deemed to be withdrawn.  

3. Additional procedural and/or substantive Decisions in this Proceeding shall be issued in the future.  

4. This Decision is effective immediately.
