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I. STATEMENT
1. On 
August 11, 2017, Patricia Simmers (Complainant) filed a formal complaint (Complaint) against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).  
2. On August 16, 2017, the Complaint was scheduled for an evidentiary hearing on October 26, 2017 starting at 9:00 a.m.  On the same date, the Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing and other documents were served on Complainant. 
3. Also on August 16, 2017, the Complaint, the Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, an Order to Satisfy or Answer, and a proposed agreement for Respondent to engage in mediation with Complainant were served on Respondent. 
4. On August 23, 2017, this proceeding was referred to an Administrative Law Judge.  The proceeding was subsequently referred to the undersigned ALJ.
5. On September 5, 2017, Respondent filed its Answer and Affirmative Defenses to the Complaint. 
6. On October 20, 2017, Complainant filed a Motion to Vacate Hearing (Motion) in which Complainant requests that the hearing scheduled for October 26, 2017 be vacated because the parties are in “productive settlement discussions” and Complainant is “hopeful for a successful outcome.”  Complainant requests that the proceeding be left open to allow the settlement discussions to run their course.  Complainant states that “in approximately 60 days . . . [she] will either: (1) file a motion to reschedule a hearing if satisfactory performance is not reasonably complete, or (2) request a joint filing to dismiss the complaint without prejudice.”  Complainant concludes that Respondent supports the Motion. 
7. Complainant has stated good cause to grant the Motion.  Complainant shall be ordered to file a motion by December 20, 2017 that requests the undersigned ALJ either to reschedule the hearing, or to dismiss the complaint. 
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing filed by Complainant Patricia Simmers is granted. 

2. The hearing scheduled to take place on October 26, 2017 at 9:00 a.m. is vacated. 
3. By December 20, 2017, Complainant shall file a motion that requests either to reschedule the hearing or to dismiss the complaint. 
4. This Decision is effective immediately.
