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I. STATEMENT

A. Procedural History
1. These Proceedings were commenced on September 20, 2017 by the issuance 
of Civil Penalty Assessments or Notices of Complaint to Appear (CPANs) to Rasier LLC 
(Rasier or Respondent).  CPAN No. 119456 was issued in Proceeding No. 17G-0616TNC, and 
CPAN No. 119454 was issued in Proceeding No. 17G-0619TNC.  The CPANs each cite Respondent with one Count of violating Rule 6723(g) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 (2016),
 in Denver, Colorado on September 7, 2017. 

2. The procedural history of the above captioned Proceeding is set out in Interim Decisions issued previously in this Proceeding and is repeated here as necessary to put this Decision into context. 
3. The Parties to this Proceeding are the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission of the State of Colorado (Staff) and Rasier.  

4. Decision Nos. R17-0838-I and R17-0839-I (mailed October 18, 2017 in each proceeding) scheduled a prehearing conference, in accordance with Rule 1409(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, for October 30, 2017 at 10:00 a.m.  

5. In the decisions scheduling the prehearing conference, the Parties were directed to be prepared to address inter alia whether these Proceedings should be consolidated, pursuant to Rule 1402 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  Rule 1402, 4 CCR 723-1, states:  “Either on its own motion or on the motion of a party, the Commission may consolidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.”

6. On October 25, 2017, the Staff filed a Motion to Amend the Civil Penalty Assessment Notice to substitute § 40-10.1-605(1)(a), C.R.S., for the rule cited in the CPANs, Rule 6723(g), 4 CCR 723-6.  On October 26, 2017, Rasier filed an Objection to Waiver of Response Time Regarding Motion to Amend the Civil Penalty Assessment.  Raiser apparently intends to respond.  By Decision Nos. R17-0887-I and R17-0888-I (mailed on October 27, 2017 in each proceeding), the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) denied the request for waiver of response time.  

7. On October 26, 2017, the Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Vacate the October 30, 2017 Prehearing Conference in each Proceeding (Motions to Vacate).  Counsel for Respondent, Gregory Sopkin, did not object to vacating the prehearing conference or amending the deadline for filing procedural stipulations.  The Motions to Vacate asked to extend the deadline for filing procedural stipulations to 5:00 p.m. on November 16, 2017.  

8. Decision Nos. R17-0887-I and R17-0888-I granted the Motions to Vacate in each proceeding.  The prehearing conference was vacated and the deadline for filing procedural stipulations was extended to November 16, 2017.  

9. Decision Nos. R17-0887-I and R17-0888-I also ordered the Parties to file pleadings no later than 5:00 p.m. on Friday, November 3, 2017 stating whether they object to the consolidation of these Proceedings.  

10. On November 3, 2017, in each Proceeding the Parties filed a Joint Stipulated Motion to Consolidate Proceedings 17G-0616TNC and 17G-0619TNC (Motions to Consolidate).  The Parties report that they conferred and agree that consolidation is appropriate in these matters.  

11. The ALJ finds that these two proceedings involve the same Complainant and the same Respondent, and they allege violations of the same statute.  Consolidation will enhance efficiency for the Parties and the Commission by allowing the Parties to file one pleading, instead of two in each Proceeding, and for the ALJ to prepare one decision in each.  Consolidation will not prejudice either Party.  

12. The ALJ finds good cause to grant the Motions to Consolidate and to consolidate these Proceedings.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That: 

1. The Joint Stipulated Motion to Consolidate Proceedings 17G-0616TNC and 
17G-0619TNC, filed in each of Proceeding Nos. 17G-0616TNC and 17G-0619TNC on November 3, 2017, are granted.  

2. Proceeding Nos. 17G-0616TNC and 17G-0619TNC are consolidated, consistent with the discussion herein.  Proceeding No. 17G-0616TNC is the primary proceeding in this matter.  All documents and pleadings shall be filed in Proceeding No. 17G-0616TNC.  

3. The deadline for the Parties to file any procedural motions or stipulations, including but not limited to a procedural schedule, discovery procedures, and hearing dates, which was extended by Decision Nos. R17-0887-I and R17-0888-I to no later than 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, November 16, 2017, continues to be in effect.  

4. This Interim Decision is effective immediately.
