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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 8, 2017, Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) served Respondent 3Zero3 Recovery LLC, Doing Business as 303 Recovery & Investigation LLC, with Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 119359 arising out of 33 alleged violations of Rule 6508(b)(I) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.
2. On November 29, 2017, Proceeding No. 17G-0748TO was referred to an Administrative Law Judge.

3. On December 5, 2017, by Decision No. R17-1006-I, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled in that proceeding for January 18, 2018.  

4. On November 16, 2017, Staff served Respondent 3Zero3 Recovery LLC, Doing Business as 303 Recovery & Investigation LLC, with Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 119654 arising out of 1 alleged violation of Rule 6508(b)(I) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 CCR 723-6.

5. On December 6, 2017, Proceeding No. 17G-0774TO was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).
6. The parties and the allegations are the same in Proceeding No. 17G-0748TO and Proceeding No. 17G-0774TO. 

7. The ALJ finds that consolidation of the above captioned proceedings would minimize or eliminate the risk of inconsistent decisions, as well as serve administrative efficiency and economy and would minimize the need for parties to submit duplicative evidence.  

8. In considering administrative efficiency, the ALJ shall sua sponte consolidate Proceeding No. 17G-0748TO with Proceeding No. 17G-0774TO pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 
723-1-1402 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  It is found that the issues in these two proceedings are substantially similar, and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced
9. All parties are required to be present at the hearing.  If a party is unable to attend they shall file a motion to reschedule the hearing prior to the hearing stating the reason they are unable to attend. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Proceeding Nos. 17G-0748TO and 17G-0774TO are consolidated. Proceeding No. 17G-0748TO is the primary (or lead) proceeding.

2. All proceeding numbers and captions in the consolidated proceeding shall be listed on all future filings, as shown above on this Decision.  The primary or lead proceeding identified in Ordering Paragraph No. 1, and its caption, shall appear first.

3. Given the consolidation, documents shall be filed in Proceeding 
No. 17G-0748TO; and no document shall be filed in Proceeding No.17G-0774TO.
