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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 20, 2017, Amy Fisher (Petitioner) filed a Verified Petition for Waiver of Safety Regulations - Driver.  Petitioner responded to the “specific rule(s) the petitioner is requesting be waived” section on page 1 of the form petition as “Rule 6713.”  Among the information filed with the petition, Ms. Fisher filed an Official Colorado Seven-Year Driver Record.  

2. By Decision No. R17-1029-I issued December 12, 2017, Petitioner was ordered to either cure the cited deficiency in the petition or show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on December 22, 2017.  

3. After further review of the Commission’s file, the undersigned also now notes that only page 1 of 2 of the Official Colorado Seven-Year Driver Record was filed.  In addition to matters previously addressed, Petitioner will be ordered to either cure this deficiency in the petition or show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) based upon the failure to provide the complete copy of the driver's Motor Vehicle Records Search for the past three years on or before close of business on December 22, 2017.  

4. Petitioner is advised that failure to make one of the filings described in ¶ 3 above on or before December 22, 2017, will result in dismissal of the petition without prejudice.  

II. order
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Amy Fisher must cure the deficiency in the petition or show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on December 22, 2017.

2. This Decision is effective immediately.
