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I. statement  

1. On December 5, 2017, Wardell Piper (Petitioner) filed a verified Petition for Waiver/Variance of Safety Regulations — Driver.  The petition included the following documents: (a) confidential Official Colorado Seven-Year Driver Record (driving record); and (b) confidential Medical Examination Report dated November 2, 2017 conducted by Paul A. Welck, P.A.  

2. The petition requests a waiver of 49 Code of Federal Regulations § 391.41(b)(3), as made applicable in Colorado by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6102(a)(I) of the Commission Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle.  

3. This matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held December 13, 2017.

9. Petitioner is advised that failure to make one of the filings described in ¶ 7 above on or before December 26, 2017, will result in dismissal of the petition without prejudice.  

II. order
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Wardell Piper must cure the deficiency in the petition or show cause why this matter should not be dismissed without prejudice (e.g., it may be then be refiled later) on or before close of business on December 26, 2017.
