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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Verified Motion for Permission to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on December 12, 2017, requesting to amend the Application to allow the Wavetronix Smart-Sensor rail radar vehicle detection system that was being tested at the Garrison Street crossing on the RTD West Corridor to remain at the crossing indefinitely.

2. As grounds, RTD states that by Commission Decision No. C14-1463, mailed December 12, 2014, RTD was granted authority to test the radar detection system at the crossing, and was required to inform the Commission when the testing was complete and the crossing was once again operating in the originally approved configuration.

3. RTD states that the radar exit gate vehicle detection system is complete, that the system has performed well, and that the system has proved highly satisfactory.  Because of the success of the test, RTD requests authority to leave the system in place at the crossing indefinitely.  RTD proposes continuing to use the timed exit gate operating mode as the default failure mode for the crossing.

4. We have reviewed the information provided by RTD regarding the radar detection system and the proposed method of testing including the use of a default failure mode should there be issues with the test equipment and do not see any public safety issues associated with this procedure.  

5. We find good cause exists and that the requirements of public safety and necessity are met by granting the Motion and allowing RTD to amend its Application to allow the radar vehicle detection system to remain at the Garrison crossing with the West Corridor.

6. We will require RTD to update the US DOT Inventory Form for this crossing showing the additional equipment at the crossing and to file a copy of that updated form in this proceeding.  We shall expect this letter no later than February 28, 2018.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Verified Motion for Permission to Amend Application filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on December 12, 2017, requesting to amend the Application to allow the Wavetronix Smart-Sensor rail radar vehicle detection system that was being tested at the Garrison Street crossing on the RTD West Corridor to remain at the crossing indefinitely is granted.

2. RTD is required to file a copy of the updated US DOT Inventory Form for this crossing showing the additional equipment.  We shall expect this letter no later than February 28, 2018.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
