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IN THE MATTER OF THE APPLICATION OF PUBLIC SERVICE COMPANy OF COLORADO TO MODIFY THE DEPRECIATION SCHEDULES FOR THE EARLY RETIREMENT OF COMANCHE 1 AND COMANCHE 2 GENERATING UNITS, ESTABLISH A REGULATORY ASSET TO COLLECT INCREMENTAL DEPRECIATION, REDUCE THE RENEWABLE ENERGY STANDARD ADJUSTMENT COLLECTION TO ONE PERCENT, AND IMPLEMENT A GENERAL RATE SCHEDULE ADJUSTMENT, CONTINGENT ON THE APPROVAL OF THE COLORADO ENERGY PLAN PORTFOLIO IN PROCEEDING NO. 16A-0396E.
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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On November 28, 2017, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an Accelerated Depreciation/Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment Reduction Application.

2. Through Decision No. C17-1022-I, issued December 8, 2017 (Notice Decision), the Commission established an intervention period through January 8, 2018, and shortened response time to January 16, 2018.  The Commission further stated it would allow intervention of any party to Public Service’s electric resource planning application proceeding, Proceeding No. 16A-0396E (Public Service ERP), but required parties to that proceeding to file a notice of participation within this proceeding.
  

3. In addition, the Commission required Public Service to file a consensus schedule within this proceeding by January 29, 2018.  A prehearing conference for the purpose of finalizing the schedule in this matter is schedule for February 1, 2018, at 10:00 a.m.

4. In its application, Public Service outlines a proposed procedural schedule that could accommodate an evidentiary hearing in late June or early July 2018. The Company, however, does not expressly request a hearing. In its Notice Decision, the Commission encouraged parties seeking intervention to comment on Public Service’s proposed procedural schedule.  Based on the comments provided, it is unclear whether the parties see a need for a hearing.  

5. Commissioners require a hearing on this matter.  Within its filing required January 29, 2018, Public Service shall include proposed hearing dates upon conferral with parties to this proceeding.  Public Service shall indicate whether parties reached consensus on a schedule and any proposed hearing dates.  Parties shall come to the February 1, 2018, prehearing conference prepared to discuss the proposed hearing dates and procedural schedule. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. A hearing shall be required in this matter. 

2. Public Service Company of Colorado shall confer with parties to this proceeding, consistent with Decision No. C17-1022-I, issued December 8, 2017, and the discussion above, and file a proposed schedule, including consensus on filing dates and hearing dates if possible, no later than January 29, 2018.

3. Parties shall come prepared to discuss proposed schedule considerations, including hearing dates, and the February 1, 2018, prehearing conference.  

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
