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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This Decision grants the Unopposed Motion to Amend the Procedural Schedule, Waive Response Time, and Request for Expedited Decision (Motion), filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on February 13, 2018.  We find Public Service states good cause to extend the deadline for the filing of Stipulations and Settlement Agreements to February 26, 2018. If a settlement is not reached by the filing deadline, we require Public Service to file a status report on the parties’ settlement discussions no later than February 26, 2018. 

2. Concurrent with the settlement filing or status report, Public Service should provide any additional motions for requested adjustments to the procedural schedule.
 
3. In addition, and on our own motion, we vacate the prehearing conference scheduled for February 22, 2018.  

B. Discussion 

4. On July 3, 2017, Public Service filed an application seeking Commission approval of several items related to its pursuit of energy efficiency and demand response resources under §§ 40-3.2-103 and 40-3.2-104, C.R.S (Application). The Company states that it seeks to re-examine a number of the larger issues associated with its demand side management activities, including the appropriate energy savings and demand reduction goals and incentives.    
5. On August 30, 2017, Decision No. C17-0717-I established a procedural schedule and discovery procedures for the Application. Among other determinations, the Commission acknowledged the waiver of the statutory deadlines in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., by Public Service and established a procedural schedule in this matter through Decision No. C17-0717-I, issued August 30, 2017. An evidentiary hearing in this proceeding is currently scheduled for March 5 through 9, 2018. 

6. On December 6, 2017, at the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting, at the Chairman’s initiative, the Commissioners discussed scheduling conflicts regarding the February 27, 2018, prehearing conference date. Due to scheduling conflicts, on December 8, 2017, the Commission vacated the February 27, 2018, prehearing conference and rescheduled it for February 22, 2018, starting at 9:00 a.m. through Decision No. C17-1021-I. 

7. In its Motion, the Company represents that “it is possible the parties my reach a settlement prior to the March 5, 2018 hearing, though the Company does not believe it is likely to reach a settlement before the current February 20, 2018, deadline for filing stipulations and settlement agreements.”
 Accordingly, Public Service requests that the Commission amend the procedural schedule to extend the deadline for filing stipulations and settlements from Tuesday, February 20, 2018, to Monday, February 26, 2018.  The Company also requests a waiver of response time to its Motion and expedited treatment.  

8. Public Service avers that the request is supported by Energy Outreach Colorado and the Energy Efficiency Business Coalition and that no other party opposes the Motion.  

C. Filing Deadlines

9. We find good cause to grant the Motion and extend the filing deadline for settlement agreements to February 26, 2018.
10. In the event a settlement is not reached by February 26, 2018, we direct Public Service to file a report on the status of settlement negotiations no later than February 26, 2018. Concurrent with the settlement filing or its status report on February 26, 2018, Public Service shall provide any additional motions for requested adjustments to the procedural schedule.

11. Due to the ongoing settlement negotiations, on our own motion, we vacate the pre-hearing conference previously scheduled for February 22, 2018.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Amend the Procedural Schedule, Waive Response Time, and Request for Expedited Decision filed on February 13, 2018 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) is granted, consistent with the discussion above.  Response time to the motion is waived.  

2. Stipulation and settlement agreements shall be filed no later than February 26, 2018. 
3. In the event no stipulation or settlement agreement is reached by February 26, 2018, Public Service shall file a status report on the parties’ settlement discussions no later than February 26, 2018.

4. Concurrent with the filing of stipulations or settlement agreements, or a status report filed on February 26, 2018, Public Service shall file any additional motions for requested adjustments to the procedural schedule.

5. The pre-hearing conference previously scheduled for February 22, 2018 is vacated. 
6. All parties shall comply with the filing deadlines and hearing procedures as detailed above.

7. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
