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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Conclusions, and Findings
1. On July 11, 2017, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) filed Advice Letter No. 742 with supporting testimony and exhibits.  The proposed effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 742 was August 11, 2017.  

2. By Decision No. C17-0652, issued on August 10, 2017, the Commission suspended for 120 days, the effective date of the tariff pages submitted with Advice Letter No. 742 pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., and set the matter for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. By Decision No. R17-0771-I, issued September 22, 2017, ALJ G. Harris Adams suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 742 for an additional 90 days pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., or, in this proceeding, to March 9, 2018. 

4. On January 23, 2018, ALJ Adams issued Decision No. R18-0054.

5. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., Black Hills timely filed exceptions to Decision No. R18-0054 on February 12, 2018.

6. On February 20, 2018, Western Resource Advocates (WRA) filed a Motion to Strike Extra-Record Evidence Presented for the First Time in Exceptions (Motion).  WRA argues that the exceptions filed by Black Hills unlawfully contain references to and discussion of evidence not in the record in this proceeding.

7. In light of the approaching end of the statutory suspension period for the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 742, we find good cause to shorten the response time to the Motion to February 26, 2018.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Responses to the Motion to Strike Extra-Record Evidence Presented for the First Time in Exceptions filed by Western Resource Advocates on February 20, 2018 shall be filed no later than February 26, 2018.
2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
