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I. by the commission

A. Statement
1. On January 31, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an Unopposed Motion to Amend the Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceeding.  The Company proposes to make a minor modification to the methodology established in the 2002 Stipulation that is currently used to obtain market gas prices used to set the quarterly Gas Cost Adjustment (GCA) gas cost level.

B. Background, Discussion

2. The original Stipulation in this proceeding between Public Service, Commission Staff (Staff), the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), and Energy Outreach Colorado (EOC) established the parameters for Public Service’s monthly GCA rate setting procedures, which are still used in Public Service’s current quarterly GCA procedures.  Public Service explains that the Stipulation requires Public Service to use the published daily NYMEX Settlement Price on the seventh business day of the month prior to the calendar month in which the applicable GCA rates will go into effect, to set its GCA rates.  The Company proposes to change “seventh business day of the month” to the “first business day of the month” for the published daily NYMEX Settlement Price. The Company asserts that this proposed change will not materially affect the price of gas and it will allow for procedural efficiency in the filing of the quarterly GCA applications.

3. Public Service states that it conferred with Staff, OCC, and EOC, all of the parties to the original Stipulation, and states that no party objects to the relief request in this motion. 

4. We therefore waive response time and grant the unopposed motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Amend the Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of proceeding, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on January 31, 2018 is granted, consistent with the above discussion.  Response time is waived.
