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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 8, 2018, Northern Colorado Cab (Applicant) filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.
2. Applicant requests temporary authority for 180 days to transport passengers in 
call-and-demand taxi service between all points in Weld County, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Denver and Larimer, on the other hand.
3. The Commission gave notice of the application on February 12, 2018, for a period of five days in accordance with § 40-10.1-204(4), C.R.S.
4.  There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.

5. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion and without hearings or other proceedings, grant temporary authority for common carrier service when “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no such service capable of meeting the need.”

6. In support of the temporary authority, Applicant states:   “Smart Rides is authorized by Certificate 55852 to provide taxi service in Weld County.  Smart Rides filed an application on January 24th to suspend Certificate 55852 from February 3, 2018 through December 31, 2018.   And, I am applying to provide the taxi service suspended by Smart Rides.”
  
7. The Commission finds and concludes that the information submitted with this application in addition to the lack of an intervention by any other common carrier shows that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation service exists, and there is no other carrier capable of meeting the need.
8. The Commission also finds that Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought, and the application for temporary authority is in the public interest.

9. Applicant is advised that the grant of a temporary authority creates no presumption that a permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Northern Colorado Cab is granted temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Decision, with authority as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Decision.

2. Northern Colorado Cab shall operate in accordance with all applicable Colorado laws and Commission rules.

3. Northern Colorado Cab shall not commence operation until it has complied with the requirements of Colorado laws and Commission rules, including without limitation:
(a) 
causing proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission; 

(b)
paying to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($45) for each vehicle 
to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; 

(c)
having an effective tariff on file with the Commission [Northern Colorado Cab shall file an advice letter and tariff on not less than one days’ notice.  The advice letter and tariff shall be filed as a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules.  In calculating the proposed effective date, the date received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date.]; 

(d)
submitting an Annual Vehicle Inspection Report for each vehicle to be operated under the authority [the inspection must be done by an inspector who meets the qualification requirements in 49 Code of Federal Regulations § 396.19, the inspection must have been completed within 20 days of the Mailed Date of this Decision, and the inspection must show that the vehicle passed the inspection]; and,
(e)
paying the applicable issuance fee ($5).
4. If Northern Colorado Cab does not comply with the requirements of this Decision within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.

5. The Commission will notify Northern Colorado Cab in writing when the Commission’s records demonstrate compliance with Ordering Paragraph No. 3.

6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

7. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
