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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. By this Decision the Commission opens a repository proceeding to receive filings by Colorado electric utilities of electric service agreements in accordance with § 40-3-103(1), C.R.S., and Rule 3108(a) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, including but not limited to automatic throw-over and manual 
throw-over dual feeder agreements, network service agreements, interruptible service agreements, voluntary curtailment agreements, and electric standby service agreements.
B. Background

2. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) contacted the Staff of the Commission as a result of a customer seeking automatic throw-over dual feeder service who asked whether the agreement would be filed with the Commission.  Public Service inquired whether they should be filing these types of electric service agreements.

3. Section 40-3-103(1), C.R.S., is relevant.  It states:

Under the rules prescribed by the commission, each public utility shall file with the commission, within the time and in the form designated by the commission, and shall print and keep open to public inspection, schedules showing all rates, tolls, rentals, charges, and classifications collected or enforced, or to be collected and enforced, together with all rules, regulations, contracts, privileges, and facilities that in any manner affect or relate to rates, tolls, rentals, classifications, or service.
4. The Commission codified this statute in part in Rule 3108(a) which states:

A utility shall keep on file with the Commission the following documents pertaining to retail electric service: its current Colorado tariffs, forms of contracts and electric service agreements. These documents, unless filed under seal shall be available for public inspection at the Commission and at the principal place of business of the utility. [Emphasis added]

C. Discussion
5. It is clear from § 40-3-103(1), C.R.S., and Rule 3108(a) that electric utilities are required to file electric service agreements with the Commission.

6. Rule 3108(a) establishes that the electric service agreements filed with the Commission, unless filed under seal shall be available for public inspection at the Commission and at the principal place of business of the utility.

7. In the case where a utility files an electric service agreement under seal that it claims to be confidential or highly confidential, then the utility shall file a public version of the filing with the confidential or highly confidential information redacted pursuant to Rule 1101(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. A repository proceeding shall be opened to receive filings by Colorado electric utilities of electric service agreements in accordance with § 40-3-103(1), C.R.S., and Rule 3108(a), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3, including but not limited to automatic throw-over and manual throw-over dual feeder agreements, network service agreements, interruptible service agreements, voluntary curtailment agreements, and electric standby service agreements as discussed herein.

2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
