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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On November 16, 2017, in Decision No. C17-0958, the Commission granted Delta-Montrose Utilities Services, LLC, doing business as Elevate (Elevate),  a Certificate 
of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to provide local exchange services pursuant 
to Rule 2103 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Services and Providers of Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.  

2. On March 23, 2018, Elevate filed a Motion to Amend Decision No. C17-0958 (Motion) in order to change and correct the name of the entity that was granted the CPCN from Delta-Montrose Utilities Services, LLC to DMEA Utilities Services, LLC.  

B. Discussion

3. The Motion filed by Elevate states that an unintentional error was made 
in identifying Delta-Montrose Utilities Services, LLC as the applicant for the requested CPCN.  The legal name of the company requesting the CPCN, as identified in the Articles 
of Organization filed with the Secretary of State, correctly identifies the company as DMEA Utilities Services, LLC.  A date stamped copy of the Articles of Organization that was filed with the Colorado Secretary of State was provided as an attachment to the Motion confirms the correct name is DMEA Utilities Services, LLC.
4. The Motion also includes an Affidavit by the President of DMEA Utilities Services, LLC that affirms the correct legal name of the company as included in the Colorado Articles of Incorporation as DMEA Utilities Services, LLC.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity that was granted to 
Delta-Montrose Utilities Services, LLC, doing business as Elevate in Decision No. C17-0958 is amended to be issued to DMEA Utilities Services, LLC.  
2. Other than the change of the name to DMEA Utility Services, LLC, there are no modifications to the rights, conditions, and obligations contained in Decision No. C17-0958.  
3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
