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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement
1. On April 10, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an Unopposed Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  This Motion proposes to extend several due dates in this proceeding consistent with Public Service’s request for a 10-day extension to file its 120-day report in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E, the Company’s Electric Resource Planning proceeding.

2. Being duly advised in this matter, we waive response time and grant the Motion.  
B. Findings and Conclusions

3. Public Service filed to extend the due date for the Phase II 120-day report by 10 days in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E to provide sufficient time to develop additional portfolios required by the Commission in Decision No. C18-0191-I.
  That decision allowed Public Service to include its proposed Colorado Energy Plan Portfolio in the Phase II analysis, but required the Company to provide additional information in the 120-day report.  
4. Because the procedural schedule in this proceeding is dependent on the Phase II schedule in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E, Public Service requests that the Commission approve the modified procedural schedule for this proceeding as follows:

5. We agree with Public Service that it is necessary to extend the dates in this proceeding in conjunction with the extended dates in Proceeding No. 16A-0396E, and we find that the proposed dates in the Motion are reasonable.  We therefore grant the extensions as proposed, including the revised hearing dates.

6. Public Service states that it contacted counsel for all parties to this proceeding regarding the Motion, and no party opposes the Motion.  We find that it is appropriate to waive response time.

II. Order
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule (Motion), filed on April 10, 2018 by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted, consistent with the above discussion.  Response time is waived.  

2. The above-listed procedural modifications, as proposed in the Motion, are granted and the revised filing dates are adopted, consistent with the discussion above.

3. The hearing scheduled for May 31 and June 1, 2018, is vacated.
