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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. On March 7, 2018, the Regional Transportation District (RTD) filed an Unopposed Motion to Permit Civil Change Amendment to Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  In its Motion, RTD requests authority to permit an amendment of the Chambers Road Application to include changes to the signing and striping design plans and changes to the Commuter Rail Transit signal plan. 
2. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we grant RTD’s Motion consistent with the discussion below.

B. Findings and Conclusions

3. RTD requests authority to change Exhibit E-2 (REV3) sheet 2 of 2 to show the addition of a south-facing crossbuck sign (R15-1) and the number of tracks plaque (R15-2p) to the flashing light and gate assembly on the northwest corner island of the Chambers Road and Smith Road intersection as required by the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

4. The signage change request will be granted.

5. RTD requests authority to change Exhibit F-2 (REV2) sheet 2 of 3 to show a revised in-pavement loop layout between the entrance and exit gates that RTD states reflects a progression of the track layout design due to specific needs and physical layout at the grade crossing.

6. The request to modify the in-pavement loop design will be granted.

7. RTD notes in the Motion, that Exhibit E-2 (REV3) sheet 1 of 2 shows the movement of advance warning signs from the current location closer to the crossing where the pavement markings are located, and shows the removal of the yellow striping radius ends at three locations and the removal of an RTD bus stop location sign.  RTD believes these changes were made pursuant to the design-build authority granted in the Decision
 and states if the Commission believes that any change shown but not identified as an amendment was not within RTD’s design-build authority, that the Commission permit an amendment of the Application to include these changes as well.

8. These proposed changes do not fall in the limited scope of the design-build authority requested by RTD and approved by the Commission.

9. The Commission has reviewed the proposed changes to Exhibit E-2 (REV 2) page 1 of 2 to remove the yellow radius striping.  The request to remove the RTD bus stop location sign and relocation of the advance warning signs will be granted.

10. Based on the above discussion, RTD’s Motion will be granted.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Permit Civil Change Amendment to Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on March 7, 2018 is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. The change to Exhibit E-2 sheet 2 of 2 (REV3) to show the addition of a 
south-facing crossbuck sign and number of tracks plaque to the flashing light and gate assembly on the northwest corner island of the Chambers Road and Smith Road intersection is granted.

3. The changes to RTD Exhibits E-2 (REV3) sheet 1 of 2 (REV2) and Exhibit F-2 (REV2) sheet 2 of 3 are granted.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.
