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I. by the commission

A. Statement
1. On April 30, 2018, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed its Second Motion for Partial Waiver of Rules 3613(d)-(h) to Provide a 30-Day Extension to File its 120-Day Report (Second Motion for Extension or Motion). Public Services requests that the Commission: (1) vacate the current May 7, 2018, deadline for the Company’s 120-Day Report; (2) grant a 30-day extension until June 6, 2018, for the Company to file its 
120-Day Report; (3) approve an amended procedural schedule; and (4) issue related partial rule waivers to allow for implementation of this procedural schedule. 
2. Through this Decision we set response time to the Second Motion for Extension through Friday, May 4, 2018. In addition, and consistent with discussion below, we revise the filing date of the 120-Day Report from Monday, May 7, 2018, to Thursday, May 10, 2018, so that the full 30-day extension request may be considered at the next scheduled Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting. 

B. Discussion, Findings, and Conclusions
3. Within its Second Motion for Extension, the Company notes that, on April 13, 2018 by Decision No. C18-0253-I, the Commission granted the Company’s unopposed motion for an extension of ten days to May 7, 2018, to file its 120-day Report. Public Service now states that it “has encountered unanticipated complexities that have required significant additional analysis of the portfolios being developed for this Phase II analysis,”
 which it argues require the additional extension of time requested. 
4. While the Company’s initial ten-day extension was unopposed, the Company represents that the Second Motion for Extension is opposed by three parties: Staff of the Commission, the Coalition of Ratepayers, and the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, Local No. 111. 
5. Public Service requests response time to the Motion of two days; i.e., “to close of business on May 2, 2018.”
  However, the Company further recognizes that the Commission vacated its Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting of May 2, 2018.  The next Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting is scheduled for May 9, 2018.  
6. We find that the two-day response time from this Decision (rather than from filing of the Second Motion for Extension) provides clarity of the process and is appropriate in the circumstances. Therefore, through this Decision, we allow response time to the Second Motion for Extension through Friday, May 4, 2018.
In addition, we revise the 120-Day Report filing deadline from Monday, May 7, 2018, to Thursday, May 10, 2018. We find it necessary to revise the filing deadline solely for the 

7. purpose of enabling appropriate response time, and timely consideration of the merits of the Second Motion for Extension at the next scheduled Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting.  The revised deadline does not imply agreement with any arguments set forth in the Second Motion for Extension, nor shall it be construed to grant any portion thereof.  
8. To the extent necessary, the Commission waives Rule 3613(d),
 in part, for the sole purpose of revising the current 120-Day Report filing deadline from Monday, May 7, 2018, to Thursday, May 10, 2018.  No other scheduled deadlines are changed by this Decision. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) filings discussed above, is set through Friday, May 4, 2018.
2. Public Service shall file the 120-Day Report no later than Thursday, May 10, 2018, consistent with the discussion above. 
3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
